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The purpose – estimation of features and options of postinfarction remodeling in patients with postinfarction cardiosclerosis follow by determining the effect on the manifestation and progression of heart failure.

Materials and methods. Were examined 80 patients with postinfarction

cardiosclerosis. The control group was consisted of 35 healthy individuals. All

patients were conducted to identify cardiohemodynamics indexes. Statistical

research was performed using the package «Statistica 8,0» (StatSoft Inc, USA),

Microsoft Office Excel 2003.

Results and discussion. In patients with postinfarction cardiosclerosis was

found increase such indices as end-systolic and diastolic volumes, end-diastolic

size, thickness of the posterior wall of the left ventricle, left atrial size and mass

index of left ventricular myocardium, and decrease ejection fraction compared

with the control group (p < 0.05). The process of postinfarction remodeling is

deve; popt of optimal variant for a poor prognosis and the manifestation and

progression of heart failure.

Conclusions. Transferebale myocardial infarction has been actively involving in the process of postinfarction remodeling by increasing the size and volume of the cavity of the heart, and reducing contractile ability of the myocardium and has poor prognosis for the manifestation and progression of heart failure.
