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A GENDER APPROACH TO THE PROCESS OF TEACHING FOREIGN LANGUAGES IN A HIGH SCHOOL

Defining the concept of gender, we start from the fact that it is a kind of cultural and social scheme, with which the individual identifies himself or herself. This term is used in cases when it is important to emphasize not biologically determined differences in the behavior of men and women. These may be differences in the group status, social roles performed by individuals and differences in their social activities.

The aim of our study was to identify and define the difficulties in the development of language skills of the first-year students from the department of preventive medicine taking into consideration a gender aspect.

Analysis of the answers on the questions from our questionnaire revealed the specifics of gender features in the study of foreign languages. The results showed that the in perception of educational material for male representatives the most important is the quality of the material, rather than the content. Detail and instrumental activities, individual tasks, application of computer technologies are also more important for male students. Besides, the spirit of competition is also typical for them. On the psychological level, there is a great dependence of males compared to females from the future professional activity. It may also be noted that boys in the process of self-affirmation see the goal and they react less emotionally to changes. Unlike boys, girls in the process of perception the material, pay attention to the content of material, they prefer verbal activity and show a great interest to the topics related to their personality.

The application of a gender approach helps to prepare skilled professionals with an adequate perception of their own and the opposite sex. It is necessary to use modern teaching techniques, taking into consideration gender particularities of both sexes.

Understanding the differences between strong and weak points of male and female students in the educational process, their interests and activities, based on their gender characteristics and capabilities, providing the necessary conditions for realization of the potential of women's and men's personality can significantly increase the effectiveness of the teaching of foreign languages in a high school.
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
