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Actuality. An estimated 19 million children are visually impaired. Of these, 12 million children are visually impaired due to refractive errors, a condition that could be easily diagnosed and corrected. 1.4 million are irreversibly blind for the rest of their lives and need visual rehabilitation interventions for a full psychological and personal development (WHO). Children should all be able to achieve their optimal physical growth and psycho-emotional development, even if they have certain features of development, such as diseases of the view that lead to blindness or deterioration in vision function.
The aim. Study of psycho-hygienic health risk factors of children and teenagers with vision pathology.

Materials and methods. In our work we carried out the analysis and generalization of data published on the problem of the proper mental and physical development of children and teenagers with vision pathology.

Results. The study environment for visually impaired adolescents shows to perfectly ensure correct and complete acquisition of knowledge is necessary to provide a good psycho-emotional climate. Schools are adapted to physical assist children and teenagers with visual pathologies. Safety considerations are a priority. Class rooms are organized so that the students can know just where to go for what they require. The learning environment has a sufficient set of tools for acquiring knowledge, such as: Braille code, tactile graphic and tactual books. They are designed to ensure that the students effectively acquire knowledge without limitations. But, unfortently, level of psycho-emotional help is low.

Conclusion. Identification of specific psycho-emotional risk factors for the health of children with pathology of vision is an important direction of hygiene.
