We Scythians have neither towns nor cultivated lands, which might induce us, through fear of being taken or ravaged, to be in any hurry to fight with you. If, however, you need come to blows with us speedily, look, there are our fathers' tombs – find them out and try to destroy them – then you shall see whether or no we will fight with you. Till you do this, be sure we shall not join battle, unless it pleases us. As for lords, I acknowledge only Jove my ancestor, and Vesta, the Scythian queen. Earth and water, the tribute you asked, I don’t send, but you should soon receive more suitable gifts – our arrows. Last of all, in return for you calling yourself my “lord”, I say to you, “Go weep”.
