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Considering results of our practical work, it should be noted that in foreign language learning such components of the motivational sphere as informative, intellectual, communicative requirements and achievement of the objectives have the special importance. 
The informative requirement in this case is connected with professional motives as by means of a foreign language the students broaden their professional knowledge and horizons. The need in receiving new knowledge in the specialty becomes the motive of speech (communication) activity when students realize that the foreign language is means of extraction the personally significant, professionally valuable information from foreign literature. Practical use of this information in speech activity causes satisfaction of informative requirement and it positively influences the students` relation to a foreign language.
Intellectual requirement as a component of the motivational sphere of students can also be realized by means of a foreign language. Language represents the complex system constructed as a result of high level of abstraction. All variety of foreign language speech practice is embodied in a limited set of abstract rules which are necessary for practical acquisition of a foreign language, but they do not provide achievement of the learning objective yet. It is necessary to form concrete language representations – speech models; for successful speech communication students have to learn to think, to argue independently and to drive such reference points as rules of speech activity. Thus, their intellectual requirement can be realized.

The motivation of communication is connected with the main feature of a foreign language as the subject having pronounced communicative character. The purposes of development of communicative motivation run out from the main objective of foreign language learning, i.e. training of students for communication in foreign language. The more communicative function is developed the more obvious is the possibility of realization of all aspects of communicative speech activity. Moreover, the more this function is developed in the individual, the more difficult types of joint activity he can perform. In forming of the communicative motivation it is necessary to define the social roles and to provide the functional and purposed party of communication. The confidential interpersonal relations of the teacher and student are formed in a situation of cooperation, facilitate process of learning, and help to avoid a stress and to break a barrier in communication. Mastering norms of speech behavior, which is socialization in the situations making interpersonal parameters of communication, is quite long process. At the same time, considering a foreign language acquisition as artificial process of socialization, it is important to recognize that time allocated to mastering it in the existing programs of high schools appears sufficient term to be guided in the situations of communication necessary in professional activity, and to seize all language means adequate to this situation. 
The motivation of achievement in foreign language learning stimulates educational activity of students, promotes implementation of the law "irradiation of success" when the success causes aspiration to improvement that is extremely important, especially at the initial stage. Destruction of this motive at an initial stage of language learning leads to disbelief in an opportunity to master language, to fixing of negative attitude to this subject. Therefore, the psychological and pedagogical role of a teacher in forming the motivation of achievement is in assistance to every student in breaking a psychological barrier of foreign language, to inspire them with aspiration to success in mastering the foreign language speech activity. 
So, the purposes of development of the motivational sphere in psychological and pedagogical language learning are: formation of informative, intellectual, communicative requirements, needs in achievement and also abilities to set the objectives of educational activity and to achieve their performance.
