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Any interlocutor, according to G. S. Skovoroda, "is a sower" of words in the hearts of humans, and spiritual conversation is a way of such sowing, "like mutual osculation of hearts". The symbol of the seed is present in almost all cultures. In the Christian parable about a seed-sower, "the seed," according to the Savior's explanation, "is a word" and the Gospel of St. John tells us that "with it all things were made." Thus, the word reflects a person in his integrity, reflects the essence of the nation and, finally the essence of all mankind. Pavel Florensky compares the word with the seed and it is "a word, like an intermediary between the inner world and the outer world, being an amphibian, living here and there", invisibly builds the threads of communication between the worlds and unites the energy not only of the speaker, but of the whole people in the entire in space and time.

In this regard, it should be noted that one of the components of the teaching skills is the culture of speech. The one who masters the culture of speech, is the one who in other similar conditions such as the level of knowledge and methodical skills achieves great success in teaching and educational work. The components of the teacher's speech culture include the competence in phrase formation, the simplicity and clarity of the speech presentation, expressiveness and correct use of special terminology, laconism and speech-motor coordination. The ability to speak simply about the complex and to make the abstract easily understandable is based on the clarity of the teacher's mentality, on the imagery and vitality of the examples given for explanation.

The language of a teacher should be the standard for students. With the help of this strongest weapon and the finest instrument, the teacher develops the historical memory of the nation, introduces those, for whom this culture is perceived, first of all, through an influencing word to the riches of the multinational culture.
