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STUDY OF AWARENESS OF PATIENTS WITH LUNG CANCER
Introduction: Today lung cancer is related to diseases with a high mortality rate. In most cases the survival rate of one year is about 20-30%. The important thing is that patients don’t treat their disease seriously enough because of the lack of sufficient information. The presence of authentic information is a factor which may help along the therapy and rehabilitation passing.

The aim of the research is to determine the level of awareness of patients with lung cancer about their disease.

Materials and methods: The research includes 339 patients with a verified diagnosis of lung cancer.
Results and discussion: 42,3±2,68% of patients were determined that the cause of their disease is a stress factor, 23,4±2,3% – infectious agent, 25,1±2,35% – heredity factor, 4,6±1,14% marked the influence of multiple factors, other respondents without a definitive factor.

The important thing is the presence of information of disease, which 29,3±2,47% of patients received from their doctors, 52,1±2,71% – from other sources. The interview also showed that 97,3±0,88% of patients understand the necessity for keeping in line with their doctor`s advice, 81,9±2,09% believe that surgical intervention is the only method of treatment. 89,2±1,69% of patients know what will happen if they refuse the operation, 10,8±1,69% don’t completely understand the consequences. 91,1±1,55% of patients know about the possible complications.

88,5±1,73% of patients have planned examinations and treatment in hospitals yearly (75,14±2,35% – 1 time, 20,36 ± 2,19% – 2 times, others – 3 or more times per year) 11,5±1,73% – do not attend an examination or opt for treatment. 

The majority of patients (63,2±2,62%) have prognoses of unfavorable, 28,3±2,45% – indefinite, 8,5±1,51% – favorable natures.
Conclusions: The study of awareness of patients with lung cancer showed that people have enough information regarding their disease and they understand the necessity for keeping in line with their doctor`s advice.
