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J. Harmer, D. Nunan, P. Ur and other prominent methodologists characterize a teacher as a curriculum developer, instructor, activator, provider of feedback, supporter, manager, assessor and motivator. This leads to the understanding of the educational process as a not teacher-centered but student-centered tuition. The teacher should be able to design his or her tasks in addition to the recommended course-book, adapt, simplify and change educational materials according to the target and learning needs. 
The issue of the means of control in acquiring and mastering scientific information is of crucial importance. Providing a feedback is one of the main teacher’s function when a teacher designs tasks using different course-books, video materials, Internet resources, etc.
Working on the topic ‘Skin diseases’ with the students of specialties ‘Nursing care’ (Masters level) and ‘Technologies of medical diagnosing and treatment’ (Masters level) the teacher may ask the students to write an essay about etiology, symptoms and treatment of any infectious disease based on the information about the disease  given in the course-book. The teacher may ask guiding questions which cover the gist of a text and the answers to which may represent the plan of the text. For the text ‘Skin’ they are: What is epidermis? Where is basal cell layer situated? What is the dermis made of? What do sebaceous glands produce? Where is sweat produced? What does sweat come out through? What are the functions of subcutaneous fat?
The students may be asked to complete the chart (Noun-Adjective-Verb). The nouns are given: contagion, infection, incubation, treatment, damage, effect, leader, prevention). The task is to supply the adjectives (participles) and verbs. The teacher may ask the learners to write some pieces of advice for the letter-writers who wrote their letters to a magazine and described their skin conditions. Then the teacher reads the replies given in the magazine and asks the students if any of advice is the same as theirs.
In presenting materials the knowledgeable teacher discusses the questions: How far do you agree with these guidelines? Do they coincide with your point of view? Can you put them in order of priority: the most important, in your opinion, first, the least important last?

While discussing current issues of the topic ‘Skin diseases’ the students should master the major collocations which they will need in taking a history and case presentation: a thick skin (‘insensitivity’); a thin skin (‘excessive sensitivity’); to abstain from alcohol; to suffer, to sustain damage; to administer, give, provide treatment; to get, receive, undergo treatment; to respond to treatment; to have, produce an effect; to take effect ( e.g. The drug took effect); beneficial, harmful, exhilarating, minimal, practical, desired, dramatic, profound, deleterious effect; to mar, negate, nullify, heighten an effect; to make, confirm a diagnosis, etc. The teacher may also present some idioms with a component skin to widen the general knowledge of English (for example, ‘to get under smb’s skin’ – ‘to irritate smb.’). While working on the topic ‘Surgery’ the teacher rearranges  the definitions of some medical supplies and tools  and the students should do matching: a probe is a long, thin metal tool used by doctors for examination, a retractor  is a surgical instrument with which a surgeon can either separate the edges of a surgical incision or wound or can hold back underlying organs and tissues, scissors are designed to cut different types of a tissue smoothly and easily, forceps are used for grasping and holding objects, a scalpel  is a small and extremely sharp bladed instrument used for surgical and anatomical dissection, a needle is a medical device used to hold body tissues together after an injury or surgery.
So, we may summarize that the feedback tasks designed by a teacher in addition to a recommended course-book encourage the effectiveness of tuition. Implementing the fundamental methodological principles of variety and flexibility into practice means that such tuition becomes meaningful and never monotonous to the learners.
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
