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Viber is a mobile application that allows users to communicate using mobile devices. This messenger allows you to exchange messages and media of many formats and large sizes. Viber is a very popular service among students and can be widely used for organizing both classroom and non-auditing work. We have tested different ways of using 
Viber to improve communication between the teacher and students, as well as organizing individual, dual and group work while performing various tasks during English language classes with the students of I-II courses of the Kharkiv National Medical University during a semester. Viber gives you the ability to create groups that can be used not only for advertisements, but also the teacher or the assigned student can leave homework there, download photos of stuff written on the board and handouts, audio and video files used in the classroom, as for missing students; and for those who need more time to process the material. In this way, you can achieve greater individualization of learning, to be sure that all students have access to educational materials. 
In practice, when working with text students were asked to put questions to the text or to formulate true and false statements in pairs or individually and send them to the chat group. Then students in small groups or pairs should answer all the questions in the chat or decide which statements about the content of the text are true. After that, the instructor interviewed students on the front by selecting the most appropriate questions. You can also ask students to voice the best questions they think and say who should respond to it. You can ask to read only true statements, or vice versa, to correct them and correct them. Such a task takes much less time than duplicating issues on the board; there are no problems with how well written it is, how distinct the handwriting of individual students, contributes to the development of independence, since students are active participants in the educational process. When repeating the vocabulary, students received cards with words and had individually or in pairs write the definition in the general chat. Then students in groups or pairs at a certain time had to recall a word that corresponds to the definition. 
Viber makes it extremely easy to test small tests: students send their answers to the teacher in a separate message or in a group chat for further analysis. In the absence of a projector in the classroom (or if some students do not see the screen very well), students can consider drawings and graphs for writing and oral tasks in their gadgets, if necessary, by increasing individual parts. The same applies to the video, in the absence of the projector, students can view it using headphones that are virtually everyone. In addition to diversifying classes, the possibility of implementing a more individual approach to students and saving resources; the use of this application has another important advantage because it gives an opportunity to look at the students' responses in planning the next lessons, identify typical errors, plan work aimed at eliminating them. 
The features provided by Viber are really wide, the use of this application has great potential in teaching a foreign language, but it's worth remembering that the constant use of mobile devices negatively affects the health of all participants in the learning process, and training will be effective only when using different forms and methods of work. 
In our opinion, it is necessary to combine work with gadgets with work on the textbook, live communication in different pairs and groups, writing of works by hand and analysis of mistakes made in chats on a traditional board. This approach makes the classes more diverse, helps to unload the eyes and allows harmoniously to combine traditional approaches to teaching a foreign language with the latest technology.
