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Introduction. An integral part of the modern pedagogy of higher education is the formation of a global outlook for a future medical specialist [1]. Undeniable also moral aspects of this process [2].

The problems of modern practical and fundamental medicine are undicputed[3]. Conduct experimental scientific tests, preclinical and clinical stages of research of medicinal products and in general any medical manipulations; development of standards of medical care (guidelines, protocols); academic mobility of students of medical universities - all this for a long time is actually transnational and closely integrated into the social, economic, technological and other aspects of human activity [4].
The main part. The Department  of Pharmacology and Medical Prescription of the Kharkiv National Medical University uses a wide range of didactic approaches during the teaching of the same discipline to students of medical and dental faculties.
Reading a lecture course, teaching practical employment, independent work of students, their research activity in student sections is based on the principles of global outlook. Already from the first subjects of the training course, students are involved in the understanding that the Latin-language etymology of the names of drugs and specific terms in the field of pharmacology and its inalienable part - the medical formulation, is the basis for a correct understanding of the expediency of absorbing medical methods by doctors. Formation of the global professional worldview of students contributes to the unified classification distributions of various pharmacological groups, the fundamental principles of pharmacotherapy, etc.
Equally important is the professional competence of the teacher and the availability of basic teaching materials on the discipline, his awareness of the current world trends in the industry, for which the department created all the conditions for access to information sources. This is provided by the appropriate technical means, as well as collective access to full-text bibliographic bases, which teachers place on the website of the repository of the Kharkiv National Medical University.
There is no doubt that the introduction of the problem nature of the classes with the active involvement of students in solving educational tasks, the provision of individual research tasks for students, solving problems with open formulation of questions promotes efficiency of teaching. There are no disregard for the use of multimedia presentations, video tutorials, standardized licensing exams, and more.
Conclusion. Consequently, taking into account the formation of the concept of global thinking among medical students, the use of methodological means of encouraging a global approach to studying, teaching and solving practical problems can contribute to increasing student activity and the effectiveness of the learning process, motivating students to study and apply the knowledge, skills to practice, increase of indicators in the development of licensed test exams.
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
