Effect  of  type  2  diabetes  on  the  course, morbidity and prognosis in patients with acute myocardial infarction
The relevance of acute myocardial infarction (MI) in patients with type 2 diabetes mellitus (T2DM) is determined by their prevalence, and more severe than in patients without type 2 diabetes, the incidence of non-fatal and fatal complications.

Materials and methods. Analyzed 54 patients medical history infarct department of Kharkiv City Clinical Hospital № 27, including 33 men and 21 women (mean age 58.2 years + / - 3.4 years). Participants were divided into two groups: I group - with type 2 diabetes (21 people); II group (control) - without type 2 diabetes (33 patients).

Survey methods: physical (complaints, anamnesis, objective status), laboratory (blood glucose determination, determination of markers of myocardial necrosis), instrumental (ECG, ultrasound of the heart).

Results. A retrospective analysis of medical records showed a high degree of disease severity in patients with type 2 diabetes: these patients were more incidence of penetrating (r = 0,3, p = 0,02) of MI, MI with complications of acute period in the form of cardiac asthma (r = 0,52; p = 0,03), cardiogenic shock (r = 0,42, p = 0,04), aneurysm formation (r = 0,3, p = 0.03), acute ischemic (r = 0.3, p = 0.02), thromboembolic pulmonary artery branches (r = 0,3, p = 0.02).

Conclusions. The presence of a patient with acute myocardial infarction, diabetes mellitus type 2 has a worse prognosis than patients without diabetes mellitus type 2.
