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Introduction. The development of most diseases is based on pathological processes, which may include several signs leading to the development of a disease state. Morphological and functional disorders in tissues and organs can lead to the development of pathological reactions, characterized mainly by structural irreversible changes and deviations from the norm.

The concept of "disease" is to a certain extent associated with a change in functional and morphological disorders, leading to clinical disorders of the body.
Aim of the study. To study the general patterns of the mechanisms of occurrence and development of pathological processes, as well as individual diseases and disturbed conditions.

Materials and methods. To clarify the general patterns of the mechanisms of the occurrence of pathological processes and some diseases, the method of pathophysiological experiment was used, the essence of which is to study the data obtained during the study in the clinic. The experimental model of the disease allows decomposing the disease into components, which is optimal at this stage of the study. The mechanisms of occurrence and development of pathological processes make it possible to reproduce individual symptoms and syndromes of diseases (arterial hyper- and hypotension, clonic convulsions, renal and hepatic insufficiency). In this regard, modeling of diseases can be different depending on the purpose of the study and be carried out in conditions of acute or chronic experience.
Results and its discussion. The course of the same disease, the same pathological process in different people can differ significantly, have a very pronounced individual character. This is explained by the fact that the concept of the physiological norm for many functions and processes occurring in the body. For example, fluctuations in temperature, blood pressure, pulse, blood sugar, certain functional or morphological parameters. However, it is impossible to decide on the development of the pathological process on the basis of some specific clinical indicators. This is due to the fact that physiological norms are established for the state of rest and in the process of life at different times of the day they change qualitatively.

Features of pathological processes are characterized by the fact that during their development two types of changes are observed: pathological and adaptive reactions. In response to the action of an external pathological factor, protective and adaptive reactions are formed in response to the action of a harmful factor.

The mechanisms of development of adaptive reactions and pathological changes are different. Immune responses are adaptive, such as reparative regeneration. However, inflammation, fever and other pathological changes are dominated by pathological rather than adaptive processes involved in the formation of tumor growth.
In some rapidly occurring pathological processes, the mechanism of their development is determined by the etiological factor. Consequently, the basis of any disease is pathological processes, which are most often called typical. A different combination and course of typical pathological processes, their different localization causes a rich variety of private pathology.

Adaptive reactions arise and develop mainly according to the reflex mechanism. Significantly more complex and less studied are the mechanisms of the occurrence of pathological changes. When studying this issue, it is necessary to pay attention to the following points.

- Pathological agents can cause direct damage to organs, tissues and related pathological changes. The effect of direct damage is especially pronounced when mechanical, thermal pathogenic factors act on the body. In these cases, the immediate damage can be measured and its effects on the organism determined. In this case, the etiological factor is only an impetus that starts the pathological process, which then develops under the influence of pathogenetic factors.

- Many pathogenic factors initially cause functional changes in organs and systems, disorders of lymph and blood circulation, trophic function of the nervous system, and dysfunction of the nervous system may be accompanied by a dysfunction of the endocrine glands, which subsequently lead to the development of the pathological process.

- In some cases, the etiological factor acts throughout the disease and plays a decisive role in its occurrence, development and course. This also applies to many acute poisonings, parasitic and other infectious diseases.
Conclusion Thus, the emerging pathological processes in the body lead to pathological changes and are the causes of new disorders of functions and organs. In the development of the pathological process, it is necessary to take into account the characteristic change of causes and effects during each disease. A correct assessment of pathological processes is necessary in the practice of a doctor, which contributes to their effective treatment and prevention of diseases.
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
