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Topicality. Currently, dental caries remains the leading dental problem of childhood.  According to the epidemiological survey caries prevalence reaches 90.0 - 99.8%, and the intensity increased from 2.0 to 7.2 in recent years. The highest frequency of carious lesions account for the period in which there is a formation and growth of the organism. Significant problem is caries of permanent teeth, which, according to different authors, in children 6 years in different regions of Ukraine is on average 13%. The highest prevalence and intensity of caries observed in fissures of chewing teeth, aided by anatomic form of  fissures, depth, width, low level of mineralization of the enamel, and inadequate washing of their saliva. In children 7 years old caries of chewing surface is about 70%, in children 12 years of age - more than 90%. 

The purpose of the study. To study the incidence of dental caries of permanent teeth in children 6-11 years of  Kharkov.
Materials and methods. Were examined 325 children 6-11 years of Dzerzhinsky district of  Kharkov. Children were divided into 3 groups: group 1 - children 6-7 years of age (108 children), 2nd - 8-9 years (106 children), the third - 10-11 years (111 children). We studied indicators of prevalence and intensity of caries of permanent teeth using indices DMF, determined prevalence and intensity of fissure caries. 
Results of the study. In the course of the study, we obtained the following prevalence of dental caries of permanent teeth: the 1st group - 31.5%, which is estimated as the average level, the 2nd - 61.3% (average level), and in the 3d group, the prevalence of dental caries is 87.4% and is characterized as high level. Were determined that the prevalence of caries of permanent teeth increases with age: in 6-7 years – 27.8%, 8-9 years – 54.7% and 10-11 years – 83.8%. We found in all age groups in the first permanent molars dominated carious lesion on the chewing surfaces: 1st group– 88.0%, the 2nd group – 89.0%, the 3d group– 96.0%. 
Conclusions. Thus, we have obtained high indicators of prevalence and intensity of caries of permanent teeth in children, the trend to an increase of fissure caries of the first permanent molars are an important theoretical and practical problem. All this points show us necessity of new cariespreventive measures.
