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In the last years the problem of dysfunction of kidneys in CHF is intensively studied. It is established that disturbance of kidneys function that appeared in patients with CHF, is considerably degraded the prognosis of latter and complicated the treatment of such patients.  Metanalysis  of publications from 1945 to 2005,  relatively to CHF, is convincingly proved that disturbance of kidneys function in CHF is connected with rising of a general and cardiovascular mortality, a duration of hospital stay.

Research objective: 

To improve diagnostics and treatment of kidneys dysfunction in patients with  chronic heart failure in a combination with type 2 diabetes mellitus(DM) on the ground of  studies of  glomerular and tubular functions of kidneys, markers of an immune inflammation the fibrotic and the profibrotic factors, determination of their role in advance of  cardiorenal syndrome and efficiency of activity β-adrenoblockers.

Scientific novelty: 

For the first time it is planned to research the character of changes of pro-inflammatory and anti-inflammatory levels of the cytokine links in advance of cardiorenal syndrome in patients suffering from CHF with or without type 2 DM.

It is planned to analyze the character of changes of the profibrotic and the anti-fibrotic markers and their role in development of kidneys dysfunction in patients suffering from CHF with or without type 2 DM.

This is a new study of effects β-adrenoblockers on indices of  kidneys dysfunction, fibrotic, immunnoinflammatory markers,  carbohydrate and lipid exchange in patients suffering from CHF with or without type 2 DM.
