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Introduction. The problem of predicting the effects of acute myocardial infarction is extremely important, given the growing morbidity of type 2 diabetes mellitus.

Main goal of the investigation. Study the effect of the PAI-1 level on the risk of thrombotic events in patients with acute myocardial infarction and diabetes mellitus type 2.
Materials and methods. The contingent of the study were 112 patients: I-group of 50 patients with acute myocardial infarction without type 2 diabetes, II group, 50 patients with acute myocardial infarction, in combination with type 2 diabetes. The level of tissue PAI-1 was determined by ELISA. We compared the incidence of thrombotic complications of acute myocardial infarction in patients with type 2 diabetes and without depending on the level of tissue PAI-1.
Results. In patients with low levels of tissue PAI-1 the incidence of thrombotic events (r = 0,72, p = 0,02), such as the pulmonary artery thrombosis, recurrent myocardial infarction was significantly higher.
Conclusions. In patients with acute myocardial infarction and diabetes mellitus type 2 it is necessary to determine the level of tissue PAІ-1 in order to select an adequate anticoagulant therapy for the prevention of fatal and non-fatal complications.
