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The significant transformation in healthcare takes place in modern conditions of socio-economical relations reformation, scientific – technical progress, and development of nanotechnologies. Institutional transformations in the system of public health conducted to hospitals with different ownership appearance and paid medical services segment, expanding the range of services. Transition of medical institutions to personalization of services leads to the new forms of regulation foundation, such as standardization, licensing and certification of health care. National projects directed to the prevention of serious diseases and support reproductive health realize in the modern Ukraine. 

The development of the health care related with the problems such as, financing deficit of state and municipal medical institutions, urban and rural health care disparity. Different levels of medical services accessibility for the population are also one of the health care policy factors in the modern economy. The transition to market economy in health care and the competition emergence have changed the conditions of the medical institutions functioning.

Today the public financing amount of health care is insufficient to ensure the effective functioning of medical institutions. The first and indispensable condition of the modern market is recognizing the fact that hospitals are health care providers. The product of their work is a commodity, which offered on the market of medical services. Realization of market research and establishing an effective model of marketing policy are necessary for successful promotion of the commodity on the market. Development of new methods of consumer’ market research is the first and foremost task for present conditions of the health care.

Also, the transition to the new market forms of economic activity involves improving the quality of medical help, and changes in mechanisms of its assigment. This is the first and most important factor for success in health care system reorganization in transitive economy. Changes in service mechanisms and correlation between free and paid medical help are determined by many factors, primarily the level of economic development.
An important task of the state is the accumulation of funds in the form of taxes on the economy and transferring them to the social sector (health care, education, social welfare, science, culture). Countries with high industrial potential redistribute most of the incomes of the state budget and allocate more resources for public funding of health care. There is a correlation between the level of economic development and government-guaranteed volume of free medical care.
Effective redistribution of resources between production and social sphere is not realized in modern Ukraine. Therefore, the health system is in the process of market relations. This causes problems between the need to market certain health care, and lack of experience in it. 
 
Special issue of the medical services market is ensuring the availability of highly specialized and high-tech medical care to all segments of the population. Solving this problem requires significant subsidies for equipping of health care institutions with modern medical equipment, ensuring a high level of training of medical personnel, an effective system of transport of the patient to specialized institutions.

Studying of the characteristics and prospects of development of the health care market development, ensuring their availability and quality, incessant training system creation are consequential in the modern conditions in transitive economy.
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
