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IMPLEMENTATION OF BIOETHICS PRINCIPLES IN CLINICAL PRACTICE.
INTRODUCTION. Principles that form the core of modern bioethics discussion include autonomy, beneficence, non-maleficence and justice. Over the years, the four principles that comprise the general working foundation for modern American bioethics - beneficence, non-maleficence, justice and autonomy - have become associated with Dr. James Childress and Dr. Thomas Beauchamp. The originators of these principles claim that none is more important than another.

DISCUSSION. Review of the Four Principles.

· Autonomy: understood to mean «one who gives oneself one's own law». In medicine, respect for the autonomy of patients is an important goal, though it can conflict with a competing ethical principle, namely beneficence.

· Beneficence: beneficence refers to actions that promote the wellbeing of others. In the medical context, this means taking actions that serve the best interests of patients. However, uncertainty surrounds the precise definition of which practices do in fact help patients.
· Non-maleficence: the concept of non-maleficence is embodied by the phrase, «first, do no harm». Many consider that should be the main or primary consideration that it is more important not to harm your patient, than to do them good.

· Justice: justice addresses the questions of distribution of scarce healthcare resources, respect for people’s rights and respect for morally acceptable laws.
CONCLUSION. Taken together, this is an indication that modern bioethics is more than a series of arguments about irresolvable issues such as abortion. Principles provide a working set of tools that are used every day in modern health care. The four principles form the basis for most decision making in both the research setting and in clinical practice.
