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Introduction. Modern day technology is really helping us as physicians to reach the most accurate diagnosis for the patient in the least amount of time; it is facilitating our job so much. Are modern techniques benefits for the patient? Undoubtedly but we can see sometimes modern technology making us more lazy doctors. Doctors are losing the basic skills of bedside diagnostic skills which are practical and do not cost the patient much while orienting the doctor towards the proper diagnosis and letting to minimum the number of additional tests. For example, despite the large availability of ECG and Echo worldwide cardiologists and internists should not depend on them exclusively to reach the diagnosis. Unfortunately, this is what is happening; physicians are no longer using physical examination to diagnose the heart disease and rarely nowadays are doing palpation, auscultation, inspection and percussion of pericardial region. They rarely form a preliminary diagnosis; rather they are ordering directly an ECG and an echo, so let’s imagine not having access to all these modern day technology! Will we leave the patient without a diagnosis?

Objective. Reflect the role of the doctor’s practical skills in modern medical practice.
Results. It was noticed that many people admit emergency after having an ischemic heart disease variants like angina pectoris and myocardial infarction or heart failure for diagnosis and usually physicians go with using the modern diagnostic technology like ordering and ECG or echocardiogram. However, a physician is capable of getting rapid results by palpating or auscultation. Plus, measuring the patient’s blood pressure and pulse helps the diagnosticians to control it in emergency situations. Moreover, these kinds of diagnostics can save the patient’s money as not everyone has medical insurance to cover the payments.
Conclusions. Technology processes powerful tools; we just need to know how to use it without relying on it exclusively while making the diagnosis. We are the ones that should master the technology to verify our diagnosis. Let it confirm your provisional diagnosis which you formed by making inquiry and physical exam rather than making it in control of all your diagnosis thus making you unable to diagnose in its absence.
