Nowadays parodontium diseases present one of the most important and difficult problems in dentistry.

Modern level of scientific knowledge gives a possibility to characterize the main nosologic units, their etiology and pathogenesis, pathomorphological changes in parodontium tissues in full.

The main requirements for treatment of parodontium diseases

1. Treatment should be complex. 
2. It is necessary to individualize complex treatment with a glance on the type, severity and peculiarities of clinical course of a disease and general health state of a patient.

3. Reasonable choice of methods and measures of treatment of parodontium pathology and organism in general.
4. Correct sequence of various methods and measures in the complex therapy.
5. It is necessary to undergo recurrent treatment courses in the period of remission aimed at prophylaxis of exacerbation of chronic process.

6. Provide rehabilitation measures.

7. Organization of dispensary system.

Among the methods used in orthopedic dentistry it is necessary to point out the following:
1. Selective grinding

2. Temporal splinting

3. Orthopedic maneuvers

4. Permanent splinting

5. Immediate prosthetics and splinting

Orthopedic methods that are used for treatment of parodontium diseases give a possibility to eliminate inflammatory process, improve blood circulation and trophism of tissues at the expense of elimination of pathological mobility, normalization of occlusion contacts, elimination of traumatic influence of masticatory pressure.

Selective grinding is indicated:

1. After curettage, medicamentous treatment and temporal splinting

2. Before ragged operation and open curettage (that means before surgical treatment)

There are three classes of surfaces:

1 class – buccal surfaces of vestibular tubers of lower jaw, vestibular – incisive surfaces of incisors and canine.

2 class – oral surfaces of palatinal tubers of upper jaw

3 class – buccal surfaces of palatinal tubers of upper jaw 

SPLINTS
Splint is a device for immobilization (complete immobility or significantly reduced mobility) of a group of teeth or entire dentition.

Tasks of splinting:
- Restore the lost unity of dentition;
- Allocate the chewing pressure;
Principles of splinting:
- Connection of several teeth with a splint restricts their mobility;
- Mobility of entire splint is much less than the mobility of individual 
- Bow-shaped splint is always more stable than linear splint;
Requirements for splints:
Splints should:
1) create a stable block of a group of teeth, limiting their mobility in three directions: vertical, vestibulo-oral, medio-lateral (for the front teeth) and anteroposterior (for lateral teeth);
2) be rigid (solid) and firmly (reliably) fixed on the teeth;
3) have no irritating effect on the marginal parodontium;
4) have no retention points for food;
5) have the ability to transform.
Orthopedic constructions used in the complex treatment of parodontium diseases, are:
1) Constructions, produced before therapeutic and surgical treatment - temporal;
2) Permanent (long term) prostheses.
Temporal splinting
Temporary dentures are produced in order to restore the anatomical shape of dentitions and splint the remaining teeth. 
Permanent splinting

Permanent splints are used as therapeutic devices to immobilize teeth for a long time. The patient uses these splints all the time.

PROPHYLACTIC MEDICAL EXAMINATION OF PATIENTS WITH PARODONTIUM DISEASES
Prophylactic medical examination of patients with parodontium diseases is an integral part of preventive health of the entire health system, concrete method for its implementation in practice of public health. 
Medically examined shall be the following people:

a) under the age of 30 years without clinical signs of parodontal disease,
but those who have local or common risk factors. Regardless of age in case of presence of chronic gingivitis, the initial degree of generalized parodontitis;

b) at the age under 50 in case of presence of evolved forms of I-II-III degree of generalized parodontal disease and parodontosis;

c) people with idiopathic parodontal diseases, occurring against a background of common diseases (blood diseases, endocrine diseases, etc.).
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
