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In this work I would like to represent our vision of the future of medicine, based on the modern scientific developments and research of progressive physicians. Nowadays many researches fight against cancer and AIDS. The main achievement at the moment is successful treatment of HIV (it is modern anti-retrovirus therapy which allows sick people to live with the disease for many years, but it is only a supportive therapy; there is no medicine which would eradicate the disease once and for all. The reason for that is incredibly fast mutation of the virus which manages to adapt to any drug). But what can we expect in the future? Well, let's strain our imagination, recall science-fiction films of the nineties and try to imagine technologies that someday may become so common as a pen for us.
Bacteria symbiotes and nanorobots. Creation of these entities will be promoted by the development of genetic engineering. Symbiotes will live in a human body and if necessary develop and emit the necessary hormones, anesthetizing drugs, antibiotics and others in the host's blood. Alternative to live bacteria are nanorobots. These tiny devices, having lodged in blood of a man, will destroy cancer cells, clear vessels, heal injuries and in general “repair" our organism.
Cloning and organ transplantation. And this forecast, probably, could already become a reality if not state bans. Nevertheless, futurologists hope that development of cloning technologies after all will allow to grow up "reserve" bodies and lost tissues.

Implantation of a sensor. Another foreign body in a human being may become a telemetry sensor which will constantly control the state of health of the owner and in proper time give signals in case of problems to the nearest hospital.

Life expectancy. According to the modern scientists, average life expectancy of a man will exceed 130 -150 years. It will be promoted by the improvement of food quality, life standards and also medical technologies.
AIDS, Diabetum and Altsgemer's disease medicine. Despite pessimistic forecasts of very many experts considering that the medicine "from AIDS", in fact, does not exist still there are people who trust in the best. In this problem the last hope lies in the development of molecular chemistry which will help to find medicine for these diseases.
Choice of a child sex. Another "sinful" subject is a choice of a sex and even an appearance of a future child. And still doctors believe that development of genetics will allow to such things in the future (if the statutory bars, of course, do not prohibit it). Parents will be able to choose a character of a future child, his talents and abilities. In our opinion, it is, of course, doubtful as the nature of talent is still covered with a heavy-bodied gloom of a secret both for scientists and for gifted people.
