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NEW TRENDS OF TEACHING ESP VIA SOCIAL MEDIA

Topicality of the work is grounded by the importance of additional  training material for the students studying English language for specific purposes. Therefore on our Facebook page we launched a new online project, called “How to Write a Case Presentation with Some Tips on Medical Interview”. The main focus of the course proposed was to teach medical students the basics of case presentation writing on the popular social media platform. The training course was also conditioned by the importance of deep study of case presentation due to further implementation of the skills obtained in the medical profession and routine practice as well. “In Ukraine mastering the skills of case presentation writing is essential for the doctoral medical students and medical university teachers as English medium teaching of medicine is rather popular, besides many doctors take part in Salzburg seminars where they are required to present a case”. The similar training courses may be found on different on-line resources and are of great interest and demand. 
The aim of the work was to present the key concepts of the medical history composition, special vocabulary and grammatical constructions; to intensify the oral language acquisition on the example of authentic audio content on the topic “The Patient Interview” and to develop students’ question formation skills; to help the students to learn basic vocabulary for its further use in practice, when writing a case presentation or communicating with patients in English; to develop students’ reading skills.  
The methods of the work involved Facebook's social network virtual instruments, which helped the students to integrate more seamlessly into the educative process and learn new material via video, audio and text presentations.  
The course consists of small blocks, which include case presentational material with the theoretical aspects of a case presentation, examples of case histories and blocks with the tasks which are designed to control the students' mastering of previously uploaded material.

On-line resource ProProfs Quiz Maker [2] was used to control the acquisition of the material [2]. It is not integrated into Facebook. We used section Quizzes, which allows to create tests including various types of tasks with the scoring for the correctly performed test as a percentage (at the end of the test a student gets the "test passed \ not passed" rating, depending on the task threshold originally defined by a test developer). We also used Multiple Choice, Checkbox, True / False and Matching test tools. At the end of the test, an electronic certificate with the results of the test in PDF format is issued. It is also possible to set up a test time and a number of attempts for the same test. This resource is available from the mobile or any device, what also gives multiple advantages in use. 
The presentational material was structured and control tests were developed for the course. All presentations were created with the use of photo editors, since the use of any social network requires, in our opinion, some definite format for the submission of materials. We should make the boring content colorful, add short texts and enough hashtags, because visualization is important. 
 Update of the posts was made every three days, what allowed the students to visit the page and perform tasks at a convenient time for them. 

Feedback from students was obtained by means of the messages via the corresponding Facebook page, to which test results or ready essays were sent. Although one may also track the execution of tasks from the teacher's profile on the test maker's resource. Advantage of the course is a teacher online, what makes the course very similar to any distance learning platforms.
Conclusion: Such format of online study resources is suitable for activation and popularization of learning foreign languages, for the reduction of the time spent for work with students on specific topics and material, and for a deep study of a definite topic as well.

The use of online tests allows to decrease the time spent for task checking. The described way of “small block” material presentation helps students to perceive different information well, opposite to the development of "clip thinking” due to constant surfing the Internet. 
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
