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FOREIGN LANGUAGE COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE IN THE PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE STRUCTURE
The role of English as a foreign language among the subjects studied in non-language university grew a lot, as the role of English proficiency increased due to the shifts in requirements to graduates determined by the forwardness to the European Community. English language competence became one of the key components within general professional competence of a university graduate. Communicative approach is one of the core principles in English for specific purposes training; it considers pragmatic aspects of communication, correlation of the language patterns with real activity (N. Chomsky, D. Hymes, T. Dudley-Evans, M. Hewings, T. Hutchinson, G. Brown, K. Keen, etc.), including professional strategies and tasks of interlocutors (S. Schnurr). As it is known, the communicative approach supposes that if “learners are involved in real communication, their natural strategies for language acquisition will be used, and this will allow them to learn to use the language” [1]. This communicative functional approach, developed to meet the current requirements for training English for specific purposes, includes simulation of speech interactions, understanding intentions of interlocutors and, thus, realizing the foreign language available for professional and social communication.  
The issues connected with formation of foreign speech communicative competence and professional English skills are studied, in particular, as regards to the development of professional communicative competence of undergraduates of non-language universities. Inclusion of English proficiency is required for comprehensive higher education as to respond to the world’s level in professional communication, which supposes that “the crucial role of communication in workplace contexts is also increasingly recognized by practitioners and as for example reflected in an increasing demand for professional training targeted at improving professional communication both internally and externally” [2, p. 21]. In globalizing world the foreign language training within competence approach is connected with intensive impact on cognitive sphere, creative features, professional realizing of the obtained skills and knowledge. “Different topics of professional communication, including genres, culture and politeness at work, professional identities, gender, workplace culture” [2, p. 21] of a specialist are assessed. Professional skills of a specialist in any field are determined by the level of his professional activity, communicative intercultural skills which are associated with the developed level of ‘communicative competence’, ‘social linguistic competence’, ‘discourse competence’, ‘strategic competence’, ‘linguistic competence and performance’ (N. Chomsky, D. Hymes) in professional field [3].
Professional communicative competence is purposefully formed in students during the course of English for specific purposes, supposing either classroom activity, self-study, or extracurricular activities in different ways. Formation of foreign language communicative competence considering “different ways of processing information, … individual differences in perception, analysis, categorization and assessment of reality in students” [4, p. 54] is one of the issues in this process. 

Thus, foreign language competence is considered to be a key component within general professional competence of a university graduate due to the shifts towards integration to the European and world’s community.
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
