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INTRODUCTION:       
Nigeria is an ernomous country found in the western part of Africa, with population of about 185,989,640 people as at 2016, density of 210/km2 . Nigeria has many landmarks and wildlife reserves, bounded by the Republic of Benin in the west, Chad and Cameroon in the east and Niger in the south.
HIV infection has spread over the last 30 years and has been a devastating impact in the health welfare and employment sector affecting all social and ethnic groups in Nigeria. The first 2 cases of HIV/AIDS in Nigeria was identified in 1985 and were reported at an international HIV/AIDS conference in 1986. In 1987 the Nigerian health sector established the national AIDS advisory commitee which was shortly followed by the establishment of the national expert advisory commitee on AIDS (NEACA) [1, 15 P.; 4, P.9].
At first the Nigerian government was slow to respond to the increasing rate of HIV transmission, not until many incidences occured such as when a Nigerian man abandoned his wife and only son with no maintenance because he discovered they were both HIV positive and due to lack of maintenance this led to their death and many other people died in the same manner, while others died beacuse there was no awareness to educate them and this gradually decreased the population of the country.
And subsequent surveilliance report revealed that during this early periods HIV prevalence grows from 3.8% in 1993 to 4.5% in 1998 and this made HIV prevention treatment and care become one of the government’s primary concern. [2, 26 P.]. And in 2000 the president’s committee on AIDS and national action committee of AIDS (NACA) were created and from when the committee were created in 2000 with population of about 122,877,000, people living with HIV were 7,126,866 to 2014 with population of about 176,500,000 and people living with HIV were 5,595,050 we can see that the prevalence rate reduced from 5.8% in 2000 to 3.2% in 2014.
DATA SOURCE:
Using the report of the UNAIDS we know the total number of people living with HIV and new incidence in Nigeria. Using excel we calculated the prevelance and the dynamic between 2000 to 2016 [3, P. 105]. And it was observed that in 2000 the prevalence rate was 58‰, and decreased in 2006 with prevelance rate of 39‰, in 2010 prevalence rate increased to 41‰ and in 2016 the prevalence rate reduced to 17‰. The incidence rate was also observed during this period with 0.9‰ in 2000, 1.5‰ in 2006, 1.2‰ in 2010, and 1.2‰ in 2016.

It can be seen that the prevalence rate reduced in a favorable rate because of the availability of programmes that the government brought about, such as;
Provision of welfare to those that could not afford good lifestyle;

Provision of job opportunities, which reduced prostution and illegal activities such as women trafficking, drug abuse etc;

Creation of awareness in form of monthly educational programmes to educate especially the illiterate people about HIV tansmission,its prevention and treatment , and condoms were also distributed to these people to encourage them on safe sex, practices of sex with multiple partners was also discouraged as well,as this may be a factor to spread the infection.

 
And then again for the actualization of these rate, the United States Of America contributed to this by giving financially to the Nigerian government, which helped them build more projects and programmes to reach their goal.

And this project went further in making sure that free medical testing was conducted in all states in Nigeria, ensuring that people know their HIV statues and these testing centers are made for free so that even the low class citizens will not be left out. According to the national HIV and AIDS and Reproductive Health Survey of 2012-2016 70% of people that were tested received their results.
If Antiretroviral drugs are provided for all people, it will not only benefit those living with the infection, but will benefit the future generation as well. More funding should be given so as to enable the people carrying out these projects to reach their goal and HIV testing should be encouraged among the Nigerian population to ensure everyone to know their status. 

CONCLUSION: Since HIV is a wide spread infection affecting the entire globe, if every organization in form of social, medical, political, religion etc comes together to fight this, it will be easy to control the spread of HIV infection.
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
