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Introduction. The WHO considers teamwork as one of priorities in healthcare [1]. Interdisciplinary training medical students to function in a team, to be a valuable team member should be introduced to medical higher education. 
The main part. Learning team work is integrated in the ‘English for specific purposes’ (ESP) courses provided by the Foreign languages department. It supposes specialty oriented programs for the junior medical students. ESP course contents is determined by the university training direction (general medicine, dentistry, laboratory medicine, pediatrics, physical rehabilitation, nursing, etc.). Student teams work to examine the patients’ histories, to plan medical care, to refer to the investigations, to establish initial and final diagnosis. The program material is elaborated in the classroom using team techniques. It supposes training team work while discussing in English the given clinical cases, preparing for solving the KROK tests in English, compiling case presentations, etc. The students are organized in temporary teams for solving mutual task given for the groups of two, three students, two desks, or for a row. The teams are limited by the short set of time. Such team work supposes application of brainstorming advanced technique, which results in generalizing and summarizing ideas revealed in discussion, in the brain-ring. Either mixed or one-level groups may be formed in the classroom especially for the task. Finally the students choose a leader to present their team in debriefing.
Conclusions. Foreign languages department in the medical university plays an important role in developing personality of the future doctors by forming their English language competence that aims at professional team work formation and life-long learning motivation, as well.
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
