Processing of scientific data in research performed by PhD students of KhNMU

Modern methods of foreign languages teaching deal with studying the real needs of PhD students in various spheres of communication for identifying those tasks and social conditions in which they are realized, and the student's speech activity. The special value and effectiveness of sociological research should be taken into account and practiced, since objective data obtained allows more precise and flexible structure of a learning process and selection of appropriate teaching materials, methods and tools to provide optimal formation of communicative competence of the PhD student. All this in general gives possibility to activate motivation for the study of a foreign language by a PhD student who has already admitted a certain attitude to life and future profession.
One of the students’ need is obtaining the research data in foreign languages processing. The research process may be quite different depending on specialty but in general may be structured like the research in biomedical specialties. Say, the first stage of the process is to describe antibodies. Then the experiments are carried out. Usually it takes long time and all notes should be put in a lab book. Later this relevant information and results can be interpreted, while the ultimate goal of this process is to write a scientific article presenting the obtained findings to the entire world. 

The gathered raw data can be available and usually consist of automatically recorded data (like Earth Science observatories), manually observed data (interviews and surveys) and one-time measured data (like chemical properties). Data can be formatted in tabular data, images, audio, video, 3D scans. Like Maslow’s hierarchy of needs, the data can be put in a pyramid and research data needs hierarchy be built, that indicates which information is the most useful. The data saved – stored and preserved somewhere are the most necessary and can be accessed later. 
The next important thing is accessibility in case the students want to share it.  It should be citable and discoverable. To be citable the data should have the identifier, i.e. such as DOI. The hierarchy top is the trusted information including comprehensible data, which should also contain meta-data – information about the findings acquired, reproducible and reusable. The trusted data include expert reviewed material. 
In conclusion, we should emphasize that this work is an attempt to equip the teacher of a foreign language with objective information about the needs of PhD students in the field of biomedical sciences data processing published in English, which is necessary in their further successful research.
