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PECULIARITIES OF FOREIGN STUDENTS COMMUNICATION
The purpose of the communication process is the sharing with people certain results of their mental and spiritual activity through verbal or non-verbal contact.
The relations between students and the teacher in groups of foreign English-language faculties have their own peculiarities, namely: multilevel vocational-oriented communication, multilingualism, and, most importantly, the problem of self-determination of the student as a subject of educational, educational and professional activity.
The problem of pedagogical communication and its peculiarities in the higher education system have been investigated over a long period. Mostly in the scientific and educational literature is considered psychology of communication in Higher education from the standpoint of pedagogy. The subject of research is mainly contacts between teachers and students. However, there are also some studies on communication between students of different contingent [1, 2].
A form of educational interaction, cooperation between the teacher and the student in higher educational institutions is pedagogical communication, through which all pedagogical functions are realized and the activity of the subjects of the pedagogical process is ensured. Communication between a teacher with a foreign contingent of students during the studying process also has certain features and requires some pedagogical skills that are the topic of this work.
Educational communication organically combines elements of subject-oriented, personality-oriented and socially-oriented communication, so it has specific features.

Teaching fundamental subjects at Kharkiv National Medical University requires a tolerance and a flexible approach to communicating with students of different nationalities.

This applies to working in groups of the Russian-speaking foreign faculty, but, first of all, to the English-speaking faculty, where students from many countries of the world, mainly from the African continent, from the Arab world and India, study together.

In order to keep a discipline and working relationships in groups of sometimes 12 to 18 students, it is necessary to be well adapted to the particularities of communication with particular types of characters, speech differences and habits.
In a higher education institution, first of all, there are three forms of communication: in the link student - student, teacher - teacher and student - teacher.
The basic requirements for the relations "teacher-student", "student-student" can be formulated as follows [3]:

· Interaction of factors of cooperation and information about organization of educational process;

· formation of the spirit of corporate, collegiality, professional community;

· orientation of the system of pedagogical communication for an adult with developed self-consciousness, wich allows to overcome authoritarian educational action;

· use of students' professional interest as a factor in the management of education and learning, which requires a certain passion for science
Let's analyze each type of relationship separately.
· Student-student relationship
It should be emphasized in our own experience that conflicts among students of different faiths, who are forced to adapt together to a rather difficult existence and study in a foreign country, are not widespread. Basically the clashes between students against the background of religious controversy haven’t observed yet. But it also applies to close relationships.
However the vast majority of foreign students within the academic group are grouped into separate subgroups by ancestry. Sometimes, for example, a sub-group from India will not even support partnerships with a group of Arabian students and vice versa.
· Teacher-student relationships, which should also include a separate "teacher-whole group" that refers to the term "audience ownership".
Specifically, let’s point out the peculiarities of the relationship between foreign students and the teacher.
1. Cohesion by nationality

There are some differences between the relations between domestic students and foreigners. The domestic often act separately from each other. Foreigners are more cohesive in any situation, regardless of purpose. It is a matter of mass support for a discipline violation or a group teacher's persuasion during evaluating one of the classmates. Sometimes it becomes a separate pedagogical problem.
Ways to prevent this situation are to interpret the position from the point of the requirements for self-determination of the student's personality. In addition, it is possible to address purely professional requirements for the future doctor, namely, the desire for independence in decision-making.
2. Temperament.

Among the features of the temperament are the following phenomena and traits: increased emotionality and excitement, which are especially characteristic of the inhabitants of southern countries, a difference in customs that are significantly different from domestic ones. All this requires a high level language and cultural, respect for other races and countries, and a professional level.

3. Orientation to appearance.
Of course, the perceptions and descriptions of the teacher provided to him / her by the audience are significantly related not only to the professional and methodological level, but also more often to his / her relations with students and teacher’s attitude towards them. Given the difficulty in memorizing Ukrainian full names, it is sometimes more convenient for a student to perceive and describe the teacher by an external description than by his name, especially by a patronymic.
The teacher's description is sometimes unexpected. Often there are differences with age and appearance. Well-looking, but a demanding teacher of 50 years seems as very old, but a very loyal elderly woman is considered a young girl.
Ways of overcoming this problem are rejection of the patronymic, and clear writing of the name on the board, as well as the presence of the department stand with photos.
4. Multilevel professional-oriented approach.

Basic disciplines in Kharkov National medical university to which medical and biological physics and medical informatics belongs, based on the mastery of mathematics, general physics and the basics of informatics. Occasionally, a teacher's educational experience in a discipline coincides with a variety of low or fairly high levels of pre-school or college education within an academic group.

Of course, the level of training of domestic students within the group meets the typical requirements of the External Independent Assessment. However, in the foreign student group the perception of professional information from teachers can vary greatly in its speed of perception.
5. Multilingualism
Firstly, while communicating with each other, students use a national language that may not be known to the teacher. In addition, students from different countries of the world have some dialects and differences levels in the language of studying. This is especially true for the Russian-speaking contingent from the ex-Soviet republics and other countries of the world.
Sometimes the same words can be pronounced differently.
The ways to overcome this problem is to focus on visual presentation of information through diagrams, drawings and graphs with sound interpretation.
6. Self-determination of the student as a subject of educational, educational and professional activity
As a rule, teaching activities are carried out in the interactive interaction of the pupil (student) and the tutor (teacher), as well as the interaction of students with each other. The student may take the position of pupil or student. In the first case, it is the object of educational activity, in the second - its subject.
The formation of the student as a subject of educational activity involves the purposeful use of his mental, personal abilities, skills, etc. of the student's person, as a means of solving problems, tasks, achievement life goals, communication, activity, development of professionally significant personal qualities in the future specialist.
Of course, this problem has certain peculiarities for those who come from other countries and are forced to spend a lot of attention for adaptation to living conditions outside their home.
The needs for self-study and self-improvement in the specialty, which are the conditions of self-determination of the subject, is not always aware. In addition, sometimes accommodation conditions for foreign guests do not provide the opportunities for its realization.
Ways to overcome this problem are to use students' professional interest, to involve them in scientific activities, to integrate the educational process into the teaching methodology of individual topics that help in self-determination as an active side of educational and professional activity.
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
