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BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVE: 

Alopecia - this is a common disorder that affects 50% of men over 40 years. The appearance of alopecia on the scalp leads to stress, which can lead to psychological disorders that affect the physical health and well-being. Finasteride and Minoxidil – are well known and effective drugs, but patients who have little susceptibility to these drugs, need the additional adequate therapy. The application of laser therapy can stimulate the weakened hair follicles to hair growth. Low-intensity laser therapy ( LLLT ) - is non-invasive treatment of alopecia in men and women.
MATERIALS AND METHODS:

In 3 clinical multicenter randomized placebo -controlled studies (U.S.) of 270 volunteers aged 18-48 years with androgenic alopecia II-IV degree (classified Norwood). Treatment was carried out by devices that generate low-intensity laser radiation "Hair Max Laser Comb", "TOPHAT655" 2 - 3 times a week for 15 - 20 minutes for 16 - 26 weeks. All patients underwent contrast phototrichogram with a tattoo in the center of the studied area of the scalp and the survey carried pictures before and after treatment.
RESULTS of the research:
As a result of the study, 93% of patients had a marked positive result. During the treatment and after its completion, local and systemic side effects were observed.
CONCLUSION:

This type of treatment is an effective therapy in the case of alopecia in men. LLLT has no side effects on patients, so it is promising for the implementation in practice of dermatologists of other countries also promising in case of the treatment of alopecia in women and children.
