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               Introduction. Vaccination is one of the most effective ways to protect human health, which prevents many infectious diseases. In the case of pregnant women, the issue of vaccination becomes even more urgent, since it is about protecting both the mother and the future child. Vaccination of pregnant women, especially against diseases such as influenza and COVID-19, causes a considerable amount of debate and mixed opinions among health professionals and patients. Despite the scientific evidence for the safety and effectiveness of vaccinations, there is often fear and doubt about vaccination among pregnant women and young people in general. These fears may influence their decision to receive vaccines, which in turn may lead to increased public health risks.
Topicality. During pregnancy, a number of vaccinations are necessary to protect both the woman herself and her future child from infections. The Ministry of Health explained which vaccinations should be given directly during pregnancy.
Vaccination against hepatitis B. It is preferable to get it before pregnancy, but you can get it at any time during pregnancy by contacting your family doctor and purchasing the vaccine at your own expense. Whooping cough, diphtheria, tetanus. Optimally, a pregnant woman should receive vaccination at 16-32 weeks from a family doctor. Seasonal flu vaccination. It is recommended to get it in September-October, but it is also possible throughout the season, at any period of pregnancy. 
Booster from COVID-19. Vaccination can be done at any time, as soon as 4 months have passed since the previous booster. You can get a booster dose of the vaccine from your family doctor or at a vaccination center.
Vaccinations against pneumococci and meningococci can be obtained at any time during pregnancy. You can do this from a family doctor by purchasing the vaccine at your own expense.
Researching the level of awareness and attitudes towards vaccination among the younger generation, particularly students, is important because they shape public opinion and are future parents and professionals. The study of awareness and fears about vaccination during pregnancy among students of various specialties is especially relevant, which will reveal gaps in knowledge and the main factors of fear. The obtained results can contribute to the development of educational programs that will help reduce the spread of myths and increase the level of awareness among the population.
Research methods. The research was conducted using Google forms, 94 respondents were interviewed under the conditions of voluntary consent and anonymity: 72% - girls and 28% - boys, under the age of 25. The following methods are used in the work: analytical, sociological survey by questionnaire.
Results and discussion.
Awareness. Among 94 respondents, 78% knew about the need to vaccinate pregnant women, 22% did not. When answering the question "Where do you get information about vaccination during pregnancy", 52% answered "Internet", 30% - "Medical sources, doctors", 18% - "Family and friends".
Attitude towards vaccination of pregnant women. 76% of respondents consider vaccination safe, 24% - no. Among the factors that influence the attitude of young people to vaccination during pregnancy, the most popular are "Doctor's advice" - 44% and "Articles in the media" - 32%, less popular: "Scientific research" - 14% and "Opinion of relatives" - 10%
Fears and apprehensions. Among the surveyed respondents who have fears about vaccination of pregnant women, the majority (41%) are concerned about side effects for the mother, 35% believe that vaccines have a harmful effect on the child, the rest (24%) are not sure that vaccines are sufficiently researched. According to young people, people's fears about vaccination during pregnancy can be reduced by: "Consultations and advice of doctors" - 38%, "Dissemination of scientific research" - 34% and "Publications in the mass media" - 28%.
Conclusion. In the course of the study, the level of awareness and fears of students regarding vaccination of pregnant women was studied. The results showed that among students there is a low level of concern about the safety of vaccines for the mother and the fetus, and a high level of awareness about the benefits of vaccination during pregnancy. But there is still work to be done. Social networks and mass media are an important tool in the formation of public opinion, so it is possible to increase the level of public awareness by implementing educational programs and online platforms that would provide up-to-date information about the benefits of vaccination of pregnant women. Preventing the spread of misinformation and building trust in vaccination are key factors in improving public health.
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
