Look at these hypothetical answers to the question : is it worth planning a 
lesson ?
Teacher A : I always plan my lesson because it compels to think over my aims and objectives and the various steps in the lesson. Teacher B : I never teach according to my plan so what' s the use of having one ? Teacher C : If I don't have a plan , I have no basis for lesson evaluation. Teacher D: I think there's a place for broad planning but not every single step of the lesson. Teacher E : I always have a plan as I think it's important for the theacher as well as the learners that everyone involved in the process knows where they're heading. 
Ukrainian methodologist state that lessons in a foreign language are concerned with learning as their main objective, involve the participation of learners and teachers, and are limited and pre-scheduled according to the time, place and membership [2, p. 232]. It means that at the beginning of the teaching process the teacher should understand which results he is going to achieve by the end of a teaching course. The success of planning is achieved if the following conditions are taken into consideration: aims of foreign language teaching; psychological laws and main stages of learners' speech skills and habits formation; current methods of teaching; main methodological requirements to the modern foreign language lesson; psychological and pedagogical factors of teaching. When getting ready for the lesson the teacher analyses the content of teaching material, defines the type of the lesson, sets the aims, selects the teaching material, sets the time for its covering, chooses exercises and makes the plan of the lesson. Analysis of the content of the teaching material and establishing its role in the teaching process allows teachers to formulate the main practical aims [2, с. 234-235]. Educational, educative and developmental aims are stated in combination with practical ones. Practical aims can be subdivided into separate tasks within certain stages of the lesson. 
The combined activities of a teacher and a learner are accompanied by individual work at home, out- of-class activities and faculty-subject studies. Creation of a foreign language atmosphere at the lesson is one of teacher's tasks, so he/she should try to conduct the lesson only in a foreign language. Teacher' s speech should not take more than 10% of time at a lesson. It's important to combine individual and group forms of work. In group work, learners perform a learning task through small group interaction. This form is very important for oral fluency. It also fosters learner responsibility and independence, can improve motivation and a feeling of cooperation and warmth in the class. These potential advantages are not, however, always realized. Teachers fear that they may lose control, that there may be too much noise or that their pupils may overuse their mother tongue, and their fears are often well-founded. The success of group work depends to some extent on the surrounding social climate, and on how habituated the learners group is to using it; and also, of course, on the selection of interesting and stimulating tasks which fit the language level and abilities of the class. But it also depends on effective and careful organization. Motivation encourages learning a foreign language, it is provided by a number of factors: 

- the material used at a lesson should be interesting; it should correspond to the learners' needs. It can be not only an interesting text but also an interesting poem, humour,etc; 
- forms of work should be interesting for learners. Collective forms of work help achieve this aim, they provide a real life situation, set problem-solving tasks and promote learners' intellectual development; 
- the learner should understand the level of his success in learning a foreign language as it makes him feel satisfied and notice the progress in learning. The teacher should provide examples how to do this or that exercise, keys for self- correction and use various means of teaching. Teacher's evaluation is expressed not only in the form of a mark, but also by means of different encouraging statements, such as:
That's an excellent work.You're really trying hard. Wow. Excellent. Well done. I'm proud of you. Fantastic. Magnificent. Creative job. What an imagination. You make me happy.You're wonderful and you're perfect. You've made my day; 
-positive psychological atmosphere also is very important. The atmosphere of trust, the feeling of equality, partnership in communication makes learners feel satisfied while learning and develops their desire to study. The main components of the beginning of the lesson are speech exercises and organizational moment. The main part of the lesson can comprise presentation of a new material, learners training in its usage in speech, practice in speech activities, generalization (production) of the assimilated material and control of speech habits and skills.The final part should summarize the lesson.The procedures of the lesson should include : phonetic warm-up, lexical warm-up,listening comprehension, reading comprehension, homework check-up, writing activities, communicative activities, revision, control, homework setting, summarizing, evaluation(giving marks and feedback. Well-prepared teachers have a large repertoire of activities for their classes. They can organize presentation and controlled output practice: they can direct students in acquiring receptive skills and organize communicative activities. The work on skills and habits formation should be integrated. That means that the 
lesson shouldn't be devoted only to listening, or reading, or writing, or speaking. These skills should be intercorrelated and connected. Let's consider a lesson plan for the topic "Fraud in a model business"
[1,с. 9-11]. 
Pre-reading tasks include: 1. Who can you see about legal problems?(discussion about legal and criminal cases). 2. Completion of the chart "Criminal cases and civil cases" ( work with the words: robbery, arson, burglary, murder, terrorism, vandalism, drug dealing, picking, traitorousness, blackmail, shoplifting,adultery, divorce, physical injuries, insurance, fraud, drug abuse and trickery. 3. Listen to or read the beginning of the text and decide if it is about divorce, insurance or fraud. 4. Put the scrambled sentences into the correct order. 
While-reading tasks include: 1. Read the text. 2. Look through the words in italics in the text. Try to guess their meanings answering teacher's questions. 
Post-reading tasks: 1. Use the material of the text to complete the conversation between the main characters. 2. Think over the advantages and disadvantages of being a model. Put your ideas into the chart "Advantages-disadvantages". Possible phrases here: 
- Many young girls are unprepared for the lifestyle of top models and the pressures they face.
- Most models have little control over the way they look or what they wear. This is decided by photographers, make-up artists and designers. 
- It must be difficult for a young girl to resist drug abuse and drinks.
- Young girls grow up too quickly, they earn a lot of money, and are always in the center of attention.
- They don't have time for school, homework or exams and their school friends will inevitably become boring and ordinary in comparison with their "jet set" lifestyle.
- They will never forget the moment when they first walked out on the catwalk and everyone started clapping. 
3. Participate in the discussion, try to support you ideas with examples of your personal experience.
4. Write a letter to a girl who came across the case of fraud in a model business.
5. Write about the job of modelling. 
6. Study the proverbs.
7. Role-play the situation "The Courtroom", select the rules and act accordingly. Discuss possible sentences (a fine, imprisonment, community service, probation or acquittal. 
To summarize it's worth noting the hints for lesson management:
- don't plan too much in a lesson, but it is advisable to have "reserve" ready in case of extra time; don't wait to long for a learner to answer; keep under control time planned for each activity;vary the timing of relaxed and intensive activities to build up a sense of rhythm in the lesson; end the lesson on a positive note.
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Annotation

The success of lesson planning is achieved if the teacher takes some crucial factors in consideration. Analysis of the content of the teaching material allows the teacher to formulate the main practical, educational, educative and developmental aims.
