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ILLUSTRATIVE MATERIAL 
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OF THE DISCIPLINE "UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE" 
IN PREPARATION OF FOREIGN CITIZENS
In recent years, the demand for highly educated specialists in all fields of knowledge is increasing. The Ukrainian system of higher education offers a complex of measures for training qualified personnel among Ukrainian and foreign students. Mostly, students from other countries enter medical educational institutions of our state, which entails special requirements to the level of training of such specialists. Still, the main condition for successful learning and mastering all the skills of the future profession is the adaptation of foreigners in a language and cultural environment, which are unknown for them. A significant role in this adaptation is given to the disciplines of the Humanities, which are designed to develop communication and behavioural skills of citizens from other countries [2, p. 71]. 

The department of Ukrainian language, principles of Psychology and Pedagogics of Kharkiv national medical university has a great experience of non-Ukrainian-speaking students preparation. A large value during the learning and adaptation of foreign citizens, in our opinion, has the illustrative material (pictures, tables, diagrams), which facilitates greatly the process of memorizing new information. Considering this, we offer to complete the usual set of exercises on making up dialogues, translation phrases and texts, speaking and listening, etc. with a number of tasks illustrated by an appropriate method. Therefore, a number of exercises on description of people or objects, signing thematic pictures (clothes, furniture, food. office equipment. etc) was included in the latest edition of Ukrainian language workbooks for foreign (English-speaking and Russian-speaking) students. We are convinced that such tasks not only contribute to a better memorization and development of coherent speech, but also ensure the connection of educational material with conversational topics. For example, we use pictures as an illustrative material to such topics as:

– appearance and clothes (within a theme "Adjective as an independent part of speech");

– descriptions of the interior (in the study of the "Noun as an independent part of speech" and "Adverb as an independent part of speech");

– time and clock (topic "Numeral as an independent part of speech");

– conversation between a shop assistant and a customer (the topic "Adjective as an independent part of speech", "Pronoun as an independent part of speech", "Numeral as an independent part of speech"). 

Illustration of theoretical material of a discipline is also seems to be of great importance (especially considering that, in accordance with the curriculum students are offered practical lessons only and theory remains partially on their own working out). The presence of diagrams and tables allows systematizing and generalizing the theoretical material distinctively highlighting the main points that should be paid attention on. In addition, in the case of missing classes, a student may prepare to work it off individually, using illustrated theoretical material from the textbook. 

Among the most preferable technologies in training of foreign students, we distinguish the use of audio and visual interactive learning tools, which not only simulate a certain conversational situation, but also help create a proper psychological climate in a group. A certain part of the multimedia (especially electronic presentations) has a purpose not just to educate, but also to contribute to the cultural education of foreign citizens, to understand the mentality of Ukrainians. Therefore, the teachers of our department involve different electronic presentations, and other types of illustration, which are confined to such events as New Year, Christmas, birthdays of prominent personalities of Ukrainian literature and education (Taras Shevchenko, Ivan Franko, Lesya Ukrainka, Ivan Ohienko, Chrystyna Alchevska), etc in educational process. 

In our opinion, while training students from other countries every teacher should also involve translation dictionaries, thematic phrasebooks for English-speaking and Russian-speaking students, educational videos to illustrate communicative situations on such topics, as "Introducing myself", "My family", " At a shop", "At a street", " At a library", " At a canteen" as well as different educational videos, e. g. "Ukraine", "Kharkiv", "Ukrainian traditions and holidays", "Cities of Ukraine", "History of Ukraine", "History of the Ukrainian language", etc. 

Thus, the illustrative material is one of the elements of foreign students training, as well as a part of their linguistic and psychological adaptation in the conditions of other culture behaviour. Therefore, not only engaging multimedia, diagrams, drawings, and other illustrative material is necessary, but also its continuous improvement in accordance with the changing requirements of modern society.
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
