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Depressive disorders at teenagers in places of freedom deprivation
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Currently, there is a steady upward trend in the prevalence of mental illness among children and adolescents of school age, with a greater degree of pain increase is due to border forms of mental pathology. 

Mental health of children with special needs deserve the utmost care. Children with congenital and acquired malformations require special conditions of education and training aimed at correcting their weaknesses, progress in the overall development and socialization. 

We have studied the subject, which were 207 children and adolescents of both sexes with the development of the pathology of the musculoskeletal system (99 girls and 107 boys), aged 10 - 17 years. 

In the process, we solve a number of objectives: to study the characteristics of depressive formation of neurotic disorders in children and adolescents with disorders of the musculoskeletal system; identify pathogenetic relationship of social, psychological and biological factors in the development of depressive neurotic disorders in minors with developmental disabilities; explore the structure of clinical depressive neurotic disorders in children and adolescents with disorders of the musculoskeletal system. 

To solve the problems following methods were used: clinical, anamnestic, clinical and psychopathological supplemented with specially designed cards mental state assessment, psychodiagnostic methods - TAR (abbreviated multivariate personality questionnaire) (V.P.Zaytsev, 1981), the test is "Incomplete proposals "(modification VL Gavenko, 1988) and developed by the Department of Psychiatry of methods for determining the risk of suicide and self-evaluation of death (VL Gavenko et al. 1991), methods of mathematical statistics. 

During the study it was revealed that the formation of depressive neurotic disorders in children and adolescents suffering from diseases of the musculoskeletal system is multifactorial conditionality, in which biological, social and psychological factors are presented in an indissoluble complex, determining the specificity and sindromogeneza pathogenesis of mental disorders in persons with disabilities. 

In the structure of depressive disorders in this category are marked anxious, asthenic, asthenic-anxious and anxious-depressive disorders dreary options. 

Development of neurotic depression in children with developmental disabilities unit movement occurs on the background of affectivity behavior due to adaptation to the conditions of everyday life.
