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The most frequent localization of genital endometriosis is adenomyosis, the frequency 

of which in the structure of this pathology is up to 70%. The causes of the pathology 

are the subject of scholarly discussion. Environmental conditions, genetic 

predisposition, changes in the ectopic endometrium, which may be caused by an 

infectious factor, may contribute to the development of the disease. A number of papers 

have been devoted to the study of genital-viral infection as a trigger agent of the 

occurrence of endometriosis. It is known that an insufficiency of antiviral immunity 

and impairment of the control over persistent viruses develops in endometriosis. 

However, studies on the infectious component in the pathogenesis of adenomyosis are 

few and this issue has not been fully studied. 

Objective: to study the role of genital-viral infection in the development of 

adenomyosis. 

Materials and Methods: 22 women with adenomyosis of reproductive age were 

examined. The diagnosis of adenomyosis was made by ultrasound examination, 

hysteroscopy and confirmed by results of histological examination. Fifteen 

gynecologically healthy women constituted the control group. Bacteriological 

examination of cervical mucus was carried out using a unified technique. The 

endometrium was examined for the presence of pathogens of genital infection by PCR 

method using AmpliSens test system and reagent kits for the detection of Chlamydia 

trachomatis, Ureaplasma spp., HSV1,2, CMV, HPV DNA. 

Findings of Study 

Ten (45.5%) women with adenomyosis had concurrent gynecological diseases. Of 

them, 6 (60%) had a history of chronic endometritis, 2 (20%) - chronic salpingo-

oophoritis, 3 (30%) - chronic cervicitis. Nine (40.9%) patients had been previously 

treated for sexually-transmitted infections. Analysis of the occurrence of chronic 

endometritis (according to the results of histological examination) showed chronic 

inactive endometritis in 60% of cases. Bacteriological examination of cervical 
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discharge in 7 (31.8%) patients with adenomyosis showed a growth of opportunistic 

pathogenic microflora in the titer of CFU>104. The following pathogens were detected 

in the endometrial specimens: Ureaplasma spp. in 4 (18.2%), HPV. in 1 (4.5%), 

HSV1,2 in 1 (4.5%). In the control group Ureaplasma spp. was detected in one patient. 

Conclusion 

Patients with adenomyosis are characterized by a burdened gynecological history due 

to chronic inflammatory diseases of female genital organs. The pathogens of genital 

infections were determined in cervical mucus and endometrium of women with 

adenomyosis. The study of the presence of bacterial and viral pathogens is extremely 

important for further understanding of the role of microorganisms in the development 

of adenomyosis.
