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Summary

In the course of the study, which involved the analysis of the criteria for evaluation the effectiveness
of the use of physiotherapeutic methods in dental practice, their systematization and assessment of the
possibility of unifying the approach of their application in various clinical situations, it was found that
the use of cytokine profile data can be regarded as a promising indicator of determining the effect of
physical factors on the results of complex rehabilitation of dental patients. It is important to ensure the
process of comparing specific clinical indices with cytological and immunological parameters both at the
stage of direct treatment and during monitoring of the results of treatment of dental pathologies with
the additional use of methods of physiotherapeutic influence, since this approach in the future will allow
an assessment of the dynamic changes of the above parameters from the point view of their clinical
significance and prediction potential clinical manifestations.

ASSESSMENT OF PAIN ON THE SCALE OF R-FLACC IN INFANTS
WITH PARALYTIC SYNDROMES

Summary

Pain evaluation was performed in 60 nonverbal infants (43 boys and 17 girls) with paralytic syndromes
using the r-FLACC behavioral scale. The scale is chosen according to the age and cognitive status of
the child. It was assumed that in children with paralytic syndromes there was a neuropathic nature of
pain due to spastic muscular disorders, central nervous system damage. In the course of the study, it
was determined that «moderate pain» was registered in 30% of children, «severe pain» — in 3.3%, which
required medication and non-medication correction of pain. The use of an objective instrument for pain
assessment in nonverbal young children with paralytic syndromes improved diagnosis of pain syndrome
in them and made it possible to optimize the therapeutic approach.
