Ðåçþìå. Ãîñòðèé íåêðîòè÷íèé ïàíêðåàòèò (ÃÍÏ) ³ äîòåïåð 
çàëèøàºòüñÿ ñêëàäíèì çàõâîðþâàííÿì â ïëàí³ ä³àãíîñòèêè òà 
ë³êóâàííÿ. Ïðè äåñòðóêòèâíèõ ôîðìàõ òà óðàæåíí³ çàî÷åðåâèí-
íî¿ êë³òêîâèíè ëåòàëüí³ñòü ìîæå ñÿãàòè 70 %. 

Ìåòà äîñë³äæåííÿ: âèçíà÷åííÿ ðàíí³õ êë³í³÷íèõ ìàðêåð³â 
òÿæêîñò³ ïåðåá³ãó ÃÍÏ.

Ìàòåð³àëè òà ìåòîäè äîñë³äæåííÿ. Ïðîàíàë³çîâàíî ðåçóëüòà-
òè õ³ðóðã³÷íîãî ë³êóâàííÿ 120 õâîðèõ íà ÃÍÏ. Ñóáîïåðàö³éíî  
ó 80 õâîðèõ ä³àãíîñòîâàíî ïàðàïàíêðåàòèò (2 ãðóïà). 40 õâîðèõ 
áåç óðàæåííÿ çàî÷åðåâèííî¿ êë³òêîâèíè (1 ãðóïà). Ó âêàçàíèõ 
õâîðèõ â äèíàì³ö³ îö³íåíî ðåàêö³þ ïåðèôåðè÷íî¿ êðîâ³, îñíî-
âí³ á³îõ³ì³÷í³ ïîêàçíèêè, åëåêòðîë³òè êðîâ³, ñòàí çà ³íòåãðàëü-
íèìè øêàëàìè. 

Ðåçóëüòàòè äîñë³äæåííÿ òà ¿õ îáãîâîðåííÿ. Ïðè ãîñï³òàë³çàö³¿ 
ð³âí³ åðèòðîöèò³â òà ãåìîãëîá³íó ó õâîðèõ îáîõ ãðóï áóëè â ìåæ-
àõ íîðìè. Ó âñ³õ õâîðèõ â³äì³÷åíî ëåéêîöèòîç. Âñ³ äîñë³äæóâàí³ 
ìàëè ï³äâèùåí³ ïîêàçíèêè Ë²². Â äèíàì³ö³ ëåéêîöèòîç ñóòòºâî 
çíèçèâñÿ â äðóã³é ãðóï³. Çì³íè êë³í³÷íîãî àíàë³çó êðîâ³, àíàë³çó 
ñå÷³, ÀËÒ, ÀÑÒ, á³ë³ðóá³íó, ñå÷îâèíè, êðåàòèí³íó  íå áóëè çíà-
÷óùèìè. 

Âèñíîâêè. Ï³ñëÿîïåðàö³éíà ëåòàëüí³ñòü ñêëàëà  27,2 %. Ó 67 % 
õâîðèõ áóâ âñòàíîâëåíèé ïàðàïàíêðåàòèò. Äîñòîâ³ðíèìè ðàíí³-
ìè êë³í³÷íèìè ìàðêåðàìè, ùî â³äîáðàæàþòü òÿæê³ñòü ïåðåá³ãó 
ÃÍÏ º ð³âåíü ëåéêîöèò³â, ëåéêîöèòàðíèé ³íäåêñ ³íòîêñèêàö³¿, 
³íäåêñ ðåçèñòåíòíîñò³ îðãàí³çìó, ðåàêòèâíà â³äïîâ³äü íåéòðî-
ô³ë³â, Ñ-ðåàêòèâíèé á³ëîê òà ð³âåíü êàëüö³þ. Øêàëè  ASSES, 
SAPS II òà Ranson îá’ºêòèâíî â³äîáðàæàþòü ñòàí õâîðîãî â äè-
íàì³ö³ ë³êóâàííÿ.

Ãîñòðèé íåêðîòè÷íèé ïàíêðåàòèò (ÃÍÏ) çà-
ëèøàºòüñÿ îäíèì ³ç íàéñêëàäí³øèõ çàõâîðþ-
âàíü ÿê â ä³àãíîñòè÷í³é, òàê ³ â ë³êóâàëüí³é 
òàêòèö³. Ïðîòÿãîì îñòàíí³õ ðîê³â ðåçóëüòàòè 
ë³êóâàííÿ ÃÍÏ äåùî ïîêðàùèëèñÿ, àëå çàãàëü-
íà ëåòàëüí³ñòü ïðè éîãî äåñòðóêòèâíèõ ôîðìàõ 
òà óðàæåíí³ çàî÷åðåâèííî¿ êë³òêîâèíè é íà ñüî-
ãîäí³ ñêëàäàº â³ä 30 äî 70 % [1, 2, 3].

Çã³äíî ç ñó÷àñíèìè óÿâëåííÿìè, ïåðåá³ã òà 
ïðîãíîç ÃÍÏ çàëåæèòü ÿê â³ä óðàæåííÿ áåçïî-
ñåðåäíüî ï³äøëóíêîâî¿ çàëîçè, òàê ³ â³ä åêñòðà-

ïàíêðåàòè÷íèõ óñêëàäíåíü – óðàæåííÿ çàî÷å-
ðåâèííî¿ êë³òêîâèíè (ÇÊ) òà ïåðèòîí³òó. Çàî÷å-
ðåâèííà êë³òêîâèíà, óðàæåíà ùå â àñåïòè÷í³é 
ôàç³, º äæåðåëîì åíäîãåííî¿ ³íòîêñèêàö³¿, ñóá-
ñòðàòîì äëÿ ïîäàëüøîãî ³íô³êóâàííÿ òà âîãíè-
ùåì ðîçâèòêó ñåïñèñó [4, 5].

á³ëüø ³íòåíñèâíî¿ ë³êóâàëüíî¿ òàêòèêè [6, 7, 8].

ì³ñüêî¿ áàãàòîïðîô³ëüíî¿ ë³êàðí³ ¹18 ì. Õàð-
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êîâà (êë³í³÷í³é áàç³ êàôåäðè çàãàëüíî¿ õ³ðóðã³¿ 
¹2) ç 2010 ïî 2020 ðð. 

Êðèòåð³ºì âêëþ÷åííÿ äî äîñë³äæåííÿ áó-
ëà íàÿâí³ñòü ó õâîðîãî ãîñòðîãî íåêðîòè÷íî-
ãî ïàíêðåàòèòó ç îðãàííîþ íåäîñòàòí³ñòþ òà

×îëîâ³ê³â áóëî 80 (67  %), æ³íîê – 40 (33  %). 
Ñåðåäí³é â³ê ñêëàäàâ (54,13±2,63) ðîê³â. 

Ïîêàçàííÿìè äî îïåðàö³¿ áóëè: óñêëàäíåííÿ 
ïàíêðåàòèòó – ïàðàïàíêðåàòèò òà ïåðèòîí³ò – ó 
112 (93,6 %) õâîðèõ; àðîçèâíà êðîâîòå÷à ç ñóäèí 
ó ä³ëÿíö³ íåêðîç³â òà ñåêâåñòð³â – ó 4 (3,2 %)

êðåàòèòîì.

ãðóï³ íà òðåòþ äîáó ë³êóâàííÿ â³äì³÷åíî çíè-
æåííÿ ð³âíþ êàëüö³þ äî (2,05±0,35) ììîëü/ë 
ç ïîäàëüøîþ ñòàá³ë³çàö³ºþ éîãî ð³âíÿ íà ï’ÿòó 
äîáó. Ó ïåðø³é ãðóï³ ð³âåíü êàëüö³þ çàëèøàâñÿ 
íåçì³ííèì (òàáë. 1).

Çì³íè âñ³õ ³íøèõ äîñë³äæóâàíèõ ëàáîðàòîð-
íèõ ïîêàçíèê³â (ïîêàçíèê³â êë³í³÷íîãî àíàë³-
çó êðîâ³, àíàë³çó ñå÷³, ÀËÒ, ÀÑÒ, á³ë³ðóá³í) íå 
áóëè çíà÷óùèìè òà íå â³äð³çíÿëèñÿ ó ãðóïàõ 
õâîðèõ ïðîòÿãîì óñüîãî ïåð³îäó ñïîñòåðåæåíü.

Òÿæê³ñòü ñòàíó õâîðèõ ïåðøî¿ ãðóïè çà øêà-
ëîþ SAPS II çíèçèëàñü äî (15,34±0,41) áàë³â, çà 
øêàëîþ Ranson – äî 1,8±0,9 áàë³â, çà øêàëîþ 
ãîñòðîãî ñåïñèñó – äî (6,11±0,37) áàë³â.

Â äèíàì³ö³ ë³êóâàííÿ òÿæê³ñòü ñòàíó õâî-
ðèõ äðóãî¿ ãðóïè çà øêàëîþ SAPS II çíèçèëàñü 
äî (15,46±0,84) áàë³â, çà øêàëîþ Ranson – äî 
2,2±0,6 áàë³â, çà øêàëîþ ãîñòðîãî ñåïñèñó – äî 
(7,64±0,92) áàë³â (òàáë. 2).

1. Ï³ñëÿîïåðàö³éíà ëåòàëüí³ñòü â³ä óñêëàä-

íåíü ãîñòðîãî íåêðîòè÷íîãî ïàíêðåàòèòó ñêëà-
äàº 27,2 %. Ïðè öüîìó ó 67 % õâîðèõ íà ãîñòðèé 
íåêðîòè÷íèé ïàíêðåàòèò ðîçâèâàåòüñÿ ïàðà-
ïàíêðåàòèò.

2. Äîñòîâ³ðíèìè ðàíí³ìè êë³í³÷íèìè ìàð-
êåðè, ùî â³äîáðàæàþòü òÿæê³ñòü ïåðåá³ãó ãî-
ñòðîãî íåêðîòè÷íîãî ïàíêðåàòèòó º ð³âåíü ëåé-
êîöèò³â, ëåéêîöèòàðíèé ³íäåêñ ³íòîêñèêàö³¿, 
ïîêàçíèê ³íòîêñèêàö³¿, ³íäåêñ ðåçèñòåíòíîñ-
ò³ îðãàí³çìó, ðåàêòèâíà â³äïîâ³äü íåéòðîô³ë³â, 
Ñ-ðåàêòèâíèé á³ëîê òà ð³âåíü êàëüö³þ.

3. ²íòåãðàëüíà äèíàì³÷íà îö³íêà òÿæêîñò³ 
õâîðèõ çà øêàëàìè ASSES, SAPS II òà Ranson 
îá’ºêòèâíî â³ääçåðêàëþº ñòàí õâîðîãî â äèíà-
ì³ö³ ë³êóâàííÿ.
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Ðåçþìå. Îñòðûé íåêðîòè÷åñêèé ïàíêðåàòèò (ÎÍÏ) è äî ñèõ 
ïîð îñòàåòñÿ ñëîæíûì çàáîëåâàíèåì â ïëàíå äèàãíîñòèêè è ëå-
÷åíèÿ. Ïðè äåñòðóêòèâíûõ ôîðìàõ è ïîðàæåíèè çàáðþøèííîé 
êëåò÷àòêè ëåòàëüíîñòü ìîæåò äîñòèãàòü 70 %.

Öåëü èññëåäîâàíèÿ: îïðåäåëåíèå ðàííèõ êëèíè÷åñêèõ ìàðêå-
ðîâ òÿæåñòè òå÷åíèÿ ÎÍÏ. 

Ìàòåðèàëû è ìåòîäû èññëåäîâàíèÿ. Ïðîàíàëèçèðîâàíû ðå-
çóëüòàòû õèðóðãè÷åñêîãî ëå÷åíèÿ 120 áîëüíûõ ÎÍÏ. Ñóáî-
ïåðàöèîííî ó 80 áîëüíûõ äèàãíîñòèðîâàí ïàðàïàíêðåàòèò (2 
ãðóïïà). 40 áîëüíûõ áåç ïîðàæåíèÿ çàáðþøèííîé êëåò÷àòêè (1 
ãðóïïà). Ó ïàöèåíòîâ â äèíàìèêå îöåíåíû ðåàêöèÿ ïåðèôåðè-
÷åñêîé êðîâè, îñíîâíûå áèîõèìè÷åñêèå ïîêàçàòåëè, ýëåêòðî-
ëèòû êðîâè, ñîñòîÿíèå ïî èíòåãðàëüíûì øêàëàì.

Ðåçóëüòàòû èññëåäîâàíèÿ è èõ îáñóæäåíèå.  Ïðè ãîñïèòàëèçà-
öèè óðîâíè ýðèòðîöèòîâ è ãåìîãëîáèíà ó áîëüíûõ îáåèõ ãðóïï 
áûëè â ïðåäåëàõ íîðìû. Ó âñåõ èññëåäóåìûõ îòìå÷åí ëåéêî-
öèòîç. Âñå ïàöèåíòû èìåëè ïîâûøåííûå ïîêàçàòåëè ËÈÈ.  
Â äèíàìèêå ëåéêîöèòîç ñóùåñòâåííî ñíèçèëñÿ âî âòîðîé ãðóï-
ïå. Èçìåíåíèÿ êëèíè÷åñêîãî àíàëèçà êðîâè, àíàëèçà ìî÷è, 
ÀËÒ, ÀÑÒ, áèëèðóáèíà, ìî÷åâèíû, êðåàòèíèíà íå áûëè çíà-
÷èìûìè.

Âûâîäû. Ïîñëåîïåðàöèîííàÿ ëåòàëüíîñòü ñîñòàâèëà 27,2 %.  
Ó 67 % áîëüíûõ áûë óñòàíîâëåí ïàðàïàíêðåàòèò. Äîñòîâåðíû-
ìè ðàííèìè êëèíè÷åñêèìè ìàðêåðàìè, îòðàæàþùèìè òÿæåñòü 
ÎÍÏ ÿâëÿþòñÿ óðîâåíü ëåéêîöèòîâ, ëåéêîöèòàðíûé èíäåêñ 
èíòîêñèêàöèè, èíäåêñ ðåçèñòåíòíîñòè îðãàíèçìà, ðåàêòèâíûé 
îòâåò íåéòðîôèëîâ, Ñ-ðåàêòèâíûé áåëîê è óðîâåíü êàëüöèÿ. 
Øêàëû ASSES, SAPS II è Ranson îáúåêòèâíî îòðàæàþò ñîñòî-
ÿíèå áîëüíîãî â äèíàìèêå ëå÷åíèÿ.

QUESTIONS OF SURGERY OF PANCREATOBILIARY SYSTEM

Summary. Acute necrotic pancreatitis carries enough difficulty in 
diagnosis and treatment. Destructive forms with retroperitoneal tis-
sue damage cause lethality up to 70 %. 

The aim was to establish early clinical markers of disease severity.
Material and methods. The results of surgical treatment of 120 pa-

tients with acute pancreatitis were analyzed. Patients were divided 
into groups: first group – 40 patients without parapancreatitis; second 
group — 80 patients with parapancreatitis. Peripheral blood reaction, 
main biochemical indicators, blood electrolytes, general condition by 
integral scales were evaluated in this groups. 

Results and discussion. On the admission day, the levels of erythro-
cytes and hemoglobin in patients in both groups were within normal 
limits. All patients had leukocytosis. All subjects had high LII rates. 
In the dynamics of treatment  leukocytosis significantly decreased in 
the second group. Changes in clinical blood tests, urinalysis, ALT, 
AST, bilirubin, urea, creatinine were not significant.

Conclusions. Postoperative mortality was 27.2 %. 67 % of patients 
had parapancreatitis. It was revealed, that reliable early markers of 
severity of acute necrotizing pancreatitis are:  level of WBC, leuco-
cyte intoxication index, intoxication indicator, organism`s resistance 
index, reactive neutrophilic response, C-reactive protein and level of 
calcium. It was proved, that evaluation of patient̀ s condition by scales 
ASSES, SAPS II and Ranson objectively reflects the patient̀ s condi-
tion during the course of treatment.
