Summary

In article questions of verbal and nonverbal dialogue of the future doctors are
considered. A dialogue important point is speech as it promotes a contact
establishment, its support and development. Coming into contact to the patient,
the doctor receives the important information not only verbally (the patient’s
history), but also not verbally (different displays of inwardness: a mimicry,
gestures, behavior). At the same time the verbal and nonverbal information about
the doctor is received also by the patient. Formation of skills of verbal and
nonverbal dialogue of the future doctors is promoted by a practical training on a
foreign language classes. In article the examples of exercises constructed by a
principle of transition from simple (nonverbal dialogue) to difficult (to verbal
dialogue) are resulted.
