Aceeastad situatie se regasea in
toate districtele din Bucovina, pana la Primul Razboi Mondial, cu
toate ca intre timp luase avant sistemul raiffeisean, ce a avut unele
efecte benefice in ceea ce priveste creditarea.

FROM KHARKIV TO CHERNIVTSI: THE LIFE PATH
OF REFORMER-DIRECTOR DMYTRO SERHIYOVYCH LOVLYA

Dmytro Serhiyovych Lovlya (1895—-1955) was a microbiologist and
organizer of higher medical education. He graduated from Kyiv
Medical Institute in 1925 and worked as chief physician in hospitals in
Kyiv and Odesa.

From 1929, he was the director of the Kharkiv Medical Institute
(now Kharkiv National Medical University). In 1930, he organized
three faculties at the medical institute: therapeutic and prophylactic,
maternity and childhood protection, and sanitary and hygienic.

The material base of Kharkiv Medical Institute was strengthened,
and the number of students grew. In 1935, 2359 students were en-
rolled in the institute’s three faculties. To ensure high-quality basic
training for applicants, five preparing faculties were created. The in-
stitute’s 58 departments employed 58 professors, 35 associate pro-
fessors, and 278 assistants.

In 1935, Kharkiv Medical Institute was recognized as the best
among Ukraine’s medical institutes.

Dmytro Serhiyovych’s active work as director of the 1% Kharkiv
Medical Institute was interrupted by his arrest by the NKVD on un-
founded charges. During the investigation and at trial, D.S. Lovlya did
not plead guilty to any of the charges brought against him. Despite
this, he was sentenced to 12 years with punishment to be served in
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Kolyma. However, at the end of 1939, D.S. Lovlya’s case was reviewed,
and he was rehabilitated. A huge number of letters from professors
and lecturers of the 1t Kharkiv Medical Institute, who gave a positive
characterization of their former director, played a significant role in
his rehabilitation.

In 1940, D.S. Lovlya returned to Kharkiv and began working as an
assistant at the Department of Microbiology at the 1% Kharkiv Medical
Institute. With the outbreak of the war, he was evacuated with the in-
stitute to the city of Chkalov (now Orenburg). Due to the threatening
epidemic situation in Chkalov region, he was sent by the decision of the
regional executive committee to work at the regional health depart-
ment, where he headed the sanitary and epidemiological department.

After re-evacuating to Kharkiv, Dmytro Serhiyovych worked at
the medical institute, simultaneously holding the position of regional
state sanitary inspector.

In August 1945, D.S. Lovlya was appointed to the position of direc-
tor of Chernivtsi Medical Institute, which was created by relocating
the 2m Kyiv Medical Institute to Chernivtsi.

Working conditions in the new place were very difficult. A severe
shortage of teachers, a very poor, semi-ruined material base, a lack of
textbooks, equipment, fuel, a shortage of food to provide for the stu-
dent cafeteria, and many other urgent issues required immediate so-
lutions. Thanks to the great experience of the new director, every-
thing was gradually resolved.

In 1949, D.S. Lovlya defended his PhD thesis, which was based on
data obtained as a result of his practical activities during the war years.

In 1950, he was awarded the title of Associate Professor.

While holding the position of director of the institute, D.S. Lovlya
also worked part-time at the Department of Infectious Diseases. The
position of institute director during the difficult post-war years did
not allow him to fully engage in scientific work. According to con-
temporaries, this was the case in both Kharkiv and Chernivtsi medical
institutes. He was a modest person, so he could not allow himself to
be a co-author of scientific works and inventions in which he did not
take direct part. Therefore, the list of his scientific publications may
seem small.

Thanks to his talents, he earned the love and affection of many
people with whom he communicated at work and met in life.

Dmytro Serhiyovych Lovlya passed away from a severe illness
in April 1955, at the age of just 59. The large procession in Chernivtsi
at his funeral was a testament to how much D.S. Lovlya was respected.
The entire city turned out for his burial.
