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COMPREHENSIVE APPLICATION OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGIES IN ENGLISH FOR SPECIFIC PURPOSES                                                                                                                                                        
The ways of application of the information technologies in English for Specific Purposes (ESP) was studied by various experts in this field of methodology [1-4]. The basics of English for specific purposes consider comprehensive framework which was proposed by Dudley-Evans and St. John [1], within which information technologies are approached from two different aspects: one is pedagogy, and the other is the use of technology in ESP. 
Ample variety of such technologies applications in the field of ESP was described in different research [2-4] within the framework of a socio-cognitive approach to language learning. It draws “attention to language form in the context of authentic language use for specific purposes” [2, p. xiv]. It was emphasized that information and communication technologies have transformed both the “context of language learning” and “how people learn languages” [2, p. xiii-xiv].
It should be considered that application and integration of technologies in ESP contexts may determine challenges to be realized in opportunities, which  are different from thoses in teaching English as a foreign language in general. Another consideration has been that this course needs to be differentiated from the General English for Academic Purposes course, as well. 
Internet technologies open wide possibilities for learning, and one of the most important didactic tasks is to determine the purposeful correlation of information technologies and traditional didactic resources within the university training course of ESP.
Introduction of information communication technologies improves the education process, raises the quality, availability and efficiency of education. Innovation approach in the higher school is connected with the improvement of successful training strategy, comprehensive application of information technologies and traditional didactic resources (student’s books, workbooks, handouts, video and audio resources, various technical facilities for listening authentic English conversations, participating in video interactive tasks, etc.). 
Within this approach, application of information technologies stimulates the target motivation to work independently and individually aiming at intention to present the results for the classroom mates and tutors. Proper usage of internet resources strengthens individual variety of studies, activates cognitive and creative processes in acquiring ESP. 
ESP contents is connected with specific subject (professional field), thus linguistic aspects of teaching correlate with the future professional activity of the students. This course may be limited by only those skills which are necessary in the target situation. Each ESP course is specialized according to the specific needs concerning particular purposes in special field of the students. This course will focus on the English registers and genres used in the field of interest [5]. 
The learners may be helped with writing, using digital tools to support planning, drafting and editing skills [5]. Digital tools application shows practical ways to help learners to improve their writing output, based around assessment criteria. Students are given feedback from teachers, promoting their progress in spelling, punctuation, paragraphing format [5]. Technologies help to get individual feedback for a learner, who works on his own problem area. The student becomes more independent in editing and drafting his own work, obtains extra independent ESP practice.
Terminology of the target field is one of the most significant features of ESP contents. Terms are somewhat close to idiomatic expressions because of their type of meaning: phrase that has a figurative meaning conventionally understood by native speakers. Terms and idioms are similar from the point of view of intercultural interaction practice. Thus, interpreter’s false friends may present such example (e.g., the medical term ‘coronary artery disease’ is interpreted as ‘ischemic heart disease’, and not a literary sum of individual meanings of the words : the ‘disease’ of ‘coronary’ ‘arteries’). Such peculiarities may be trained and tested with special tasks using technologies.
To our mind, pragmatic aspects of terminology usage have not been described yet, but it shows social, professional position of the author, and shows that the recipient is an initiated participant in this sphere.  Usage of the terms is referred to the field of linguistic politeness and formal discourse and should be considered in ESP course. 
Information technologies allow to construct modules, easy adaptable to the needs of the software user, possibility to involve rapid innovations of the training courses, regardless of location and time of training. Usage of information technologies allow to make ESP training more effective and individualized. Comprehensive application of information technologies and didactic resources favor effective cooperation of the learners and teachers. 
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
