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The main task of epidemiology of non-infectious diseases is to determine the connection between illness and state of health. The important thing is to find risk factors of the disease and develop effective plans of its prevention.
The aim is to find various factors of lung cancer.

Materials and methods: By means of methodic anonymous questioning of patients with lung cancer an authorial questionnaire was composed. The research includes 339 patients with a verified diagnosis of lung cancer, along with a control group of 202 people was formed.

Main results: Results revealed that 10,2±1,64% of patients and 3,4±1,28% of people in a control group (р<0,01) marked that their parents had some form of oncologic pathology, 42,4±2,68% of respondents from the basic and 8,9±2,0% from the control group (р<0,001) showed they have an hereditary predisposition to lung cancer. 23,1±2,29% of patients and 9,4±2,05% from control group (р<0,001) often have pneumonia, 51,2±2,71% respondents in the basic group and 27,6±3,15% from the control group (р<0,001) often have a chronic obstructive disease involving the bronchopulmonary system.

A tense relationship in a family is also a risk factor of the disease, present in 72,1±2,44% of the basic group, and among 45,4±3,5% in the control group (р<0,001). 53,2±2,71% of the basic group and 10,8±2,18% of the control group were employed and worked in potentially factor related environments р<0,001. 87,7±1,78% of patients of the basic group and 38,1±3,42% from the control group have pernicious harmful habits (р<0,001).

Conclusions: It is thus well-proven that the leading role in lung cancer development belongs to the socio-biological and socio-economic factors affecting the state of health of patients.
