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THE PECULIARITIES OF THE PATHOGENY AND CLINICAL PICTURE OF GENERALIZED
PERIODONTITIS AMONG THE PATIENTS WITH OLP THAT PASSES ON THE CANDIDOSIS
BACKGROUND

Timeliness. Oral lichen planus (OLP) is one of the most common dermatological diseases
observed in the oral cavity. The mouth is affected in only 1/3 of cases while the other 2/3 of lesions is
both oral and cutaneous. The microbal factor and specific infection also complicate the passing of
generalized parodontitis (GP). Increasing pathogenicity of Candid fungi especially in parodontal recesses
is one of the factors that complicate the passing of GP and make it more difficult to choose the methods
of multimodality therapy. Effective multimodality therapy of GP remains an unsolved issue and therefore
an urgent problem of the clinical parodontics.

Objective. Studying the generalized parodontitis clinical picture and display among the patients
with OLP together with candidosis and OLP without any concomitant candidosis infection.

Materials and methods. The study involved 37 patients with GP aged 30 to 60 years, including
20 patients with OLP together with candidosis and 17 patients with OLP without any concomitant
candidosis infection. The purpose of the study determines the following clinical methods: 1) the
determination of oral cavity hygiene indexes and parodontal indexes; 2) inner and outer oral cavity X-ray
examination.

Conclusions. While many patients respond well to conventional periodontal therapy, others do not.
Strategies that have improved our understanding of how bacteria cause medically important infections are
starting to be successfully applied to examine mechanisms of bacterial pathogenesis in periodontitis. In
order to rationally treat and prevent recurrence of periodontal diseases, we need to know the identity of
etiologic agent(s) for specific patients, and the virulence properties of the pathogenic species involved.
Future studies are necessary to find these answers and improve our understanding of the mechanism of
bacterial pathogenesis in parodontitis. This knowledge, in turn, should lead to the development of highly
specific antimicrobials to prevent and treat periodontal diseases.
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
