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GUIDELINES FOR TOPIC TRAINING 
The aim of the class: to study methodology and organization of statistical research.

Need to know:
· program questions:

· theory and concept of statistical observation, stages of conducting; 
· methodological basis, forms and methods of statistical monitoring and data collection;
· reliability of observations;

· use of different measurement scales: absolute, ordinal, interval, relations;
· grouping of statistical data, methods, meaning, types of groups, principles of statistical categories and classifications, ratio of statistical groupings; 
· types of statistics, statistical reports, samplings; 
· types of samplings, concept of randomization and stratification, design of the clinical research;
· statistical tables, their characteristics, types, rules of construction, methodical bases of tables reading and analysis.
Need to be able to:
– formulate purpose and objectives of the study, develop a plan and program of the study;
– collect statistical material, provide development, summary and analysis for this material.
The form of classes: independent work.
The place of classes: training room of department.

Methodical equipment of class:
· methodical guidelines to classes;
· guidance literature: student’s workbook (basis preparation);

· presentation materials;
· summary of lectures;
· tasks for test.

The algorithm of the class: After verifying presence of students teacher announces topic and goal of class, explains relevance of it’s study and ability to use in practice. 
Using educational materials provided by teacher students learn material on their own topics and perform specified tasks. At the end of class teacher will ask student what issues have arisen in preparation of topic and helps to ensure a sufficient understanding of them. Then teacher moves to control students' knowledge on basic theory material.

Applicable forms of control: oral questioning of students, theoretical or problematic discussion, prompt controls on options-time to complete 5–7 minutes, daily control of theoretical knowledge – individual tasks or task for several options, including 3–4 theoretical questions (time to complete not more than 20 min.), execution of tests followed by analysis of answers.

After control of theoretical knowledge teacher makes general conclusion on studied subject, sums up control of theoretical knowledge of students, as well as announcing to students their received assessment and homework.

BASIC THEORETICAL MATERIAL
FOR PREPARATION FOR THE LESSON

Ability to organize and conduct statistical research has a paramount importance during studying and identification of common factors in different processes or phenomena. It is necessary to master the technology which includes four strictly sequential stages.
Each stage consists of a number of components, it has its own characteristics and requires careful implementation. Any negligence can distort or complicate implementation of the entire operation. 
Socio-sanitary, clinical-statistical, and other physiological studies are a single interconnected process, built on a strict scientific basis from the first stage (planning) till the last (drawing up of work).
1. Statistical research: forms, types, methods 
of obtaining statistical information
Statistical research is a scientifically organized collection under unified program. Summary and analysis of data (facts) about socio-economic, demographic and other phenomena and processes of social life in country including registration of their most essential features in accounting documentation.
Or
Statistical research is a process of studying social phenomena based on the statistical data. 
Distinctive features (specificity) of statistical research are: focus, organization, mass, systematic (complex), compatibility, documentation, controllability, practicality. In general, statistical research has to: 
· have a public benefit purpose and a general (national) importance;
· relate to the subject of statistics in specific conditions of time and place;

· express statistical type of registration (not accounting and operational);
· take place on a pre-designed program with its scientifically based methods and other supplying;

· provide collection of necessary data (facts), where is totality reflected set of causal relationships and diversely characterizing studied phenomenon;

· register in developed accounting documents (forms) or approved medical samples;
· guarantee an absence of errors of observation or reduce them to lowest terms;
· forecast certain quality criteria and control methods of collected data, ensuring their accuracy, completeness and content-richness;

· focus on the cost-effective data collection technology and processing;

· be reliable information base for all further stages of statistical research and for all users of statistical information.

We need to determine form of the research, method of obtaining statistical information and the type of statistical research while conducting statistical research.
Forms of statistical research are:

1. Reporting is a type of a statistical research when reports and medical reporting forms are used.
2. Special statistical observations. Information which go beyond obtained one from official reports relate to this form of statistical research. 
Methods of obtaining statistical information:

1. Documentary (copy of data) – source of information are various documents (medical history, ambulatory patient tickets, checklists of regular medical checkup and so on.);
2. Questionnaire or anamnestic method – source of information are responses of interviewees. This method is divided into:

· questionnaire – based on principle of voluntary filling of application forms by recipients;

· correspondent – statistical data is reported by volunteer correspondents by phone, Internet, mail, etc.;
· self-registration – studied observation units are given application forms and explained how to fill them. Forms should be returned back by any convenient for observation unit method;

· expeditionary – researcher interrogates unit of observation and with his/her words records information in form of questionnaire.
3. Method of direct observation – statistical data is obtained by personal inspection, measuring, weighing, etc.
Statistical research, depending on a scope of the research is divided into:
· full-design research – provides registration of all observation units that form statistical aggregate;

· non-full-design research – provides registration of the part of observation units that form statistical aggregate.

Non-full-design research is divided into:

· main array survey – provides registration of the bigger part of cases that form general statistical aggregate;

· sample observation – provides registration of a minority of cases that form general statistical aggregate;
· monographic description – characterized by detailed description of seperate units or small statistical population groups (description of certain typical families for aggregate)
Statistical research, depending on time of information receiving is divided into:

1) current – carried out continuously as facts occur;

2) discontinuous observation, which is divided into:

· momentary-time sampling – registration of observation units takes place at a certain time, at the single moment;

· partial-interval recording – momentary-time sampling is repeated with certain intervals (population census, medical examinations, etc.);
· single – is carried out when specific data need to be obtained.
2. Stages of statistical research
Conducting of the statistical research involves the following stages:

1. Identifying the research objective, aims, developing a plan and research program.
2. Collection of the statistical data.
3. Design and summary of material.

4. Literary design, analysis, conclusions based on the results of the statistical studies and suggestions for implementation. 
The objective of research is a statement of theoretical positions and practical needs, which make it necessary to conduct this study and at the same time restrict its scope and content. For example, studying of the diseases which spread among the population of a large industrial city.
Research plan is a kind of organization of planned research, solving organizational issues. Following questions should be taken into consideration during drawing up research plan: 
1. determine research object or place where research will be conducted;
2. determine terms of work execution at all stages;

3. determine type of statistical research;

4. determine who will conduct and supervise research;

5. determine who will fund this research, etc.
Research program is a list of explicit questions that should be answered based on the different types of work.

Research program consists three stages:

1. Collection program.
2. Design program.
3. Analysis program.
Collection program provides:

· definition of the observation unit;

· specifying of all taken into account signs which have to be accounted; 
· drawing of account card is a final result of the collection program, a kind of questionnaire of research. 
Design program provides:

· grouping of accounted signs;

· making table layouts is a final result of the design program. 
Analysis program provides determination of:

· indicators, which will be counted during time of research;

· whether there will be used computing techniques, including computer;
· what significance will research be conducted with. And so on. 

Thus, the necessary basis is prepared for research implementation at subsequent stages already on on the first stage of statistical research 
Statistical table is a form of systematic, rational and visual presentation of digital material, which describes phenomena and processes. Statistical tables can be of 3 types.

1. Simple is a table which gives summary of material by only one registration sign. 
2. Group is a table that allows to provide a summary of the material by two or more signs, which are not connected with each other. 
3. Combination is a table that allows to provide a summary of еру material by two or more grounds, which are interrelated. 
Statistical subject and statistical predicate are identified in statistical tables. 
Statistical subject is a main feature of studied phenomenon, which has to be studied (diagnoses).
Statistical predicate represents signs which describe the subject (sex, age, and so on.).

It is important to comply with certain requirements during making statistical tables. These requirements include: 
· each table must have its own name;
· each table is assigned with ordinate number;
· each sign taken into account has to have its own name;
· summing up vertically and horizontally has to be provided in table;
· all fields in the table have to be filled.

On the second stage of research it is approached to filling record cards by using planned forms, methods and ways of obtaining necessary statistical information, i.e. to collection of statistical data. For example, by using momentary-time sampling and data using the copy of data to record cards developed on the first stage are filled.
After data are collected on the third stage it starts development and summary of the data. This stage includes following amount of work:
· control over the collected material in order to exclude from the array damaged or unfilled registration cards;
· encryption of the collected material, especially carefully when processing

· material using application software packages;
· manual processing of layouts and calculation of statistical material on the basis of signs;

· conducting of statistical material summaries in table layouts prepared on the first stage;

· statistical processing of obtained material in accordance with program of this research analysis;

· graphic display of obtained statistical results.

The fourth stage is based on the analysis of obtained data to make relevant conclusions, to develop necessary practical guidance and to conduct a literary drafting.
The fourth stage of research is conducted in the following sequence:

1. Analysis of obtained results provides comparing them with norms, standards, data from other studies, etc. 
2. Evidence conclusions formulation.
3. Development of practical recommendations for implementation 
4. Literary drafting of research.

Research program:

The 1st part – collection program:

1. Observation unit: patient.
2. Signs taken into account: sex, age.
3. Drafting of record cards.
The 2nd part –design program: 

1. Grouping of signs taken into account. 
2. Making layout of the tables.
The 3rd part - analysis program:

1. Determination of the necessary indicators for characterization of studied phenomenon.
2. Using of computing techniques in research. 

3. Determination of reliability criteria of statistical research results.
PRACTICAL TASK
Each student receives a set of filled accounting documents of health care centers – 25 pieces (out-patient coupons, coupons for statistical registration of refined diagnoses, statistical patient card, card of the patient who left a hospital, etc.). According to these documents it is obligatory: 
1. Formulate purpose and objectives of study. 
2. Develop a plan and a program of study.

3. Create layouts of statistical tables.

4. Run the 3rd stage of statistical research:

– hold a control of collected material, in order to exclude from array spoiled or blank accounted cards;
– hold encryption of accounted signs (gender, age, nosological form, sase of applying); 
– perform layout and calculation of statistical material by criteria;
– conduct a summary of statistical data in table layout (fill in layout and combination group tables).
It is necessary to use classification by age for common needs during conducting a work (due to ICD – 10) – page 7 of guidance. 
Solution:

The objective of research:

Medical and social justification of measures for providing public health.
The aim of research:

1. To study the prevalence of primary disease among population at regional level.
2. Identify factors and conditions that determine health of the population.
3. To analyze an organization of the therapeutic and preventive care for public.
4. To develop medical and social measures for providing public health. 
Research plan:

1. The object of the study is population of Kharkiv.

2. Research will be conducted during 2016. 

3. Type of statistical research: current, examination of main array.
4. Research will be conducted by 6th year students under supervision of PhD Ivanov I.I. 
5. Financing is provided by Kharkiv National Medical University within framework of "health of the region’s population".

Research program:

Collection program consists of the following:

1. The unit of observation is a Kharkiv resident whose new disease was found in 2016.
2. The following counts will be considered during research: gender, age, place of residence, diagnosis of new diseases, working conditions, living conditions, genetic predisposition to disease, and others.
3. Account card will be author's profile to obtain necessary statistical information from observation unit (at this stage, the questionnaire should be developed).
Design program:

1. Considered signs included in research will be grouped. Gender (male, female); age (children, working-age population and pensioners); diagnosis accounted disease (according to the tenth revision of the ICD); working conditions (good, satisfactory, unsatisfactory); living conditions (good, satisfactory, unsatisfactory); hereditary load (burdened, not), etc. 
2. Based on the grouping of considered signs we draft layouts of the tables depending on the aim and objectives of research. There may be several of them: For example:
