tary education of the population. The necessary information should be provided
through the media, within the framework of education programs and sanitary
education, and cover all groups of the population. Developing clear and acces-
sible guidelines for adults and children to support normal body weight, motor
activity, sleep patterns and the proper use of electronic devices, the mandatory
inclusion of sanitary education in the curriculum of child care facilities, school
interventions, and the creation of educational programs for individual and fami-
ly levels will significantly increase the awareness of children and parents and
give them the opportunity to make a healthier choice [1, p. 346].

To date, one of the unfavorable factors of the habitat is the marketing of
harmful food products. High-calorie foods have replaced freshly processed
foods and water at school and at home. The availability of high-calorie foods
and sweet drinks and hidden incentives to increase the volume of shopping in
advertising has contributed to the increase in calorie intake. In this regard, any
effort to combat childhood obesity should include measures to reduce the mar-
keting activity and its impact on children. The second major problem is the lack
of conditions for exercise in educational institutions and public places, which
exacerbates existing physical constraints among obese children [2, c. 295].
Based on this, appropriate administrative decisions on marketing activities
should be adopted, and recommendations should be developed for all food and
trade organizations and organizations involved in the area of food supply, trade,
planning and arrangement of the territories concerned in order to ensure an en-
vironment conducive to healthy lifestyles [3, p. 180].
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EXPERIENCE OF GIC "IONOLAT" USEING IN CLINIC

Alternative materials in the restoration therapy are glass-ionomer cements
(GIC), which solve the problems of treatment of demineralized dental tissues
[1]. The purpose of the study: determination of the effectiveness of treatment of
caries of the chewing group of teeth with the use of GIC "lonolat" (Latus,
Ukraine). Subjects and methods of investigation: we performed filling of cari-
ous cavities of 1 and 2 classes by Black in 30 molars for acute middle caries us-
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ing "lonolat" in 12 patients aged 4-6 years (main group) [1]. The comparison
group consisted of 10 patients, similar in age, diagnosis and localization of car-
ious cavities, GC Fuji IX was used to fill caries cavities in 28 molars. Evalua-
tion of the effectiveness of treatment was carried out after 6 and 12 months.

As a result of the study in the main group, patients did not complain during
the follow-up period. When probing, the seals fit snugly against the edges of the
cavity and had an aesthetic appearance. Percussion of teeth, reaction to cold
was painless. In the comparison group at 6 and 12 months, a high strength of
the material and an anticaries effect were also observed [2]. Thus, the conduct-
ed study showed that using of the GIC "lonolat" in children due to its properties
has good long-term results, it is recommended for wide clinical practice, which
Is especially important in modern socio-economic conditions.

IMPACT OF METEOSENSITIVITY ON ILNESSES CLINICAL
COURSE AND PUBLIC HEALTH

Weakness, fatigue, headache due to weather changes are detected in about
70 % of population and may indirectly or even directly influence the well-being
of a person. In its turn, individual health of each of citizens altogether constitute
the public health of the whole population [1, p. 119]. And despite the fact that
the great compensation mechanisms are hidden within human adaptive abilities,
meteosensitivity is one of its flaws during adaptation to changes of environmen-
tal parameters. If reserve of adaptive abilities is determining the health level,
then manifestation of meteosensitivity proves health being weak. Intensity of
meteopathic reactions depends on organism’s state, availability of diseases, na-
ture conditions, social environment, etc. Various scientific sources have wide
coverage of interaction between meteosensitivity and physical load [2, p. 142—
143], psychic-physiological adaptation and geomagnetic situation [3, p. 26],
however, the data about influence of meteorological factors on state of public
health and clinical course of illnesses is insufficient, thus determining the im-
portance of current research.

The aim of current study was to find out the main patterns of influence of
meteosensitivity level on character of somatic diseases incidence, their clinical
course and formation of public health. The survey among 130 students of 111V
studying years of KhNMU was carried out, including 70 % of young women.
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
