THE USE OF AUTHENTIC VIDEO MATERIALS
IN TEACHING CADETS THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE

One of the main problems of modern teaching methods is the search for ideal
technologies for the formation of foreign language communicative competence.
At the current stage, two approaches to the organization of educational process
prevail: traditional and innovative. Each of them has its advantages, and their skillful
combination allows to achieve significant results in teaching the foreign language.
Exercises with the use of authentic video materials play a specific role in the process
of teaching English, as they are a unique basis for the formation of communicative
competence and expansion linguistic and background knowledge, increasing active
and passive lexical reserves.

Scientists evaluate video as the best (after real life situations) means
of presenting language in a situational context in the audience. In addition, the use
of video during class has a great motivational potential. In contrast to real
communication situations, studying material using video has some advantages.
Teacher can prepare cadets for viewing, select several episodes of the film, stop the
viewing in any time, change the sequence of episodes, show only the image (without
sound), give the task to comment any episode, repeat the viewing of the selected
scenes.
