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LINGUO-PRAGMATIC APPROACH TO INTENSIFICATION OF L2 

TRAINING FOR MEDICAL STUDENTS 

 Pragmatic shift in linguistics, consideration of social demands caused the 

known changes in the practice of foreign languages training in non-language 

universities [1]. Departure from the principles of translation and reading specific 

profile literature, focusing not on elaboration of the reader’s of this literature 

competence, but development of L2 skills in frame of professional competence of 

the graduates is a strategy of up-to-date training techniques. 

 Taking into consideration this direction allows to provide comprehensive  L2 

training for the future medical doctors, applying various methods aiming to 

improve their motivation to acquire competence in foreign discourse creation (in 

general, culture and professional topics as well). To intensify training and to raise 

interest in the studied subjects "Foreign language" for the first-year and "Foreign 

language (for specific purposes)" for the second year students, the foreign 

languages department organizes various contests, conferences, meetings, etc. 

Involving students while their L2 course into the process of usage of the acquired 

L2 skills in written and oral communication in the contests of topical wall-papers 

executed in foreign languages, as well as participating in the students’ scientific 

conferences which is available for different levels of English proficiency 

(according to the level, it may be either presentation the oral material as a report 

communication, or presenting poster with a brief oral summary, or sharing 

discussion in the debates on reports of the other speakers, etc.) proved this 

initiative to be successful.  

 Thus, linguo-pragmatic approach influences positively on intensification of 

training with simulation of the students’ L2 activity. 
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
