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USE OF BLENDED LEARNING MODELS IN HIGH SCHOOL
AS A NECESSARY CONDITION OF METHODOLOGICAL AND SUBJECT
COMPETENCES OF A FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHER
	The widespread introduction of e-learning should not be a substitute for classroom lesson with a teacher, but only expand educational opportunities and classroom load. At the same time, distance learning is part of blended learning, which has become increasingly used in teaching full-time students. Blended learning is a fairly new teaching method that is indispensable for full-time education. It is a learning / teaching system that combines the best aspects and advantages classroom teaching and interactive or distance learning and creates accessible and motivating courses for students, in which the educational process presents as a kind of system consisting of different parts that function in a constant interconnection with each other and form a kind of whole.
	With a shortage of study time, the teacher is faced with the difficult task of teaching foreign language in a short time. In this case, one has to take into account the fact that in the main the majority of students who entered to the university do not have good language training. For graduates to acquire necessary knowledge and skills, the classroom load is significantly expanded by attracting virtual environment and information technology. It follows from this that this type of training is especially indispensable when teaching part-time students, whose educational work itself by itself implies a large percentage of independent preparation for classes and the training sessions themselves: each two-hour classroom session corresponds to a six-hour independent work of students.
	Blended learning is the system in which the components of full-time and distance learning process interact harmoniously. Provided that it interaction is methodically well organized; its result is a high level knowledge of students. So the blended learning model is not just about using ICT in the independent work of students at home or in the media library after classes, but also uniform, a holistic educational process, assuming that part of the cognitive activity of students is carried out in the classroom under the direct supervision of the teacher, and part of the activity students are taken to the distance form, with a predominance of independent types of work individually or jointly with partners in a small collaboration group. Obviously, such a model requires from us, teachers, a certain preparation, in particular, to work in virtual environment.
	Blended language learning combines elements of the main European educational models: 1) distance learning; 2) classroom training - face-to face learning; 3) training via the Internet - online learning.
	Traditionally, in foreign practice, there are six models of blended learning:
1. Model “Face to Face Driver”. A significant part of the curriculum is studied at school at direct interaction with the teacher. E-learning is used as additions to the main program, most often work with electronic resources is organized for computers during the lesson.
2. Model “Rotation”. Study time is divided between individual electronic teaching and learning in the classroom with the teacher. The classroom teacher also provides remote support for e-learning.
3. Model “Flex”. Most of the curriculum is mastered electronically learning. The teacher accompanies each student remotely, to work out topics that are difficult in understanding, he organizes face-to-face consultations with small groups or individually. 
4. Model “Online Lab”. The curriculum is mastered in an e-learning environment, which is organized within the walls of schools, as a rule, in classrooms equipped with 
a computer technique. Online training is accompanied by teachers. Students, in addition to online courses, can to be trained in the traditional form in the classroom system.
5. Model “Selfblend”. The model is traditional for higher educational institutions in America. Students independently choose courses additional to basic education. Educational content can be provided by different schools and educational institutions.
6. Model “Online Driver”. Most of the curriculum is mastered with electronic resources of the educational information environment. Face-to-face meetings with the teacher are periodic in nature. Face-to-face consultation procedures are mandatory, interviews, exams [6, p. 172].
If we consider language education, then here the greatest productivity will be to be different just combined training. Because language is a variable quantity, and it requires an obligatory element of “live communication.” With the combined option learning is based on the student's interaction not only with a computer, but also with a living a teacher in an active form, when the material processed independently is generalized, analyzed and used in real situations through the solution of communicative problems [1, p. 45].
Application of the model of integration of face-to-face and distance learning shows that such the training system makes it possible to achieve optimal conditions for each student formation of the necessary skills and abilities, focusing only on their own opportunity, time and diligence. As a result of applying this learning model, the following are formed: the ability to independently plan activities; ability to effectively organize activity, orienting it towards the final result; ability to make decisions, do conscious choice; ability to work in the information space; analytical skill activities − the ability to structure the information received and use adequately the task at hand; the skill of presenting the results of activities using various information technologies; reflection skill that contributes to successful functioning subject in any activity. Blended learning in practice implements the principle of differentiation and individualization educational process. 
Our pedagogical task is to understand and comprehend the essence of these processes, implement in practice the mechanisms proposed by technology, actively develop and try your own. The implementation of blended learning models in practice at the university will allow individualize the educational process, reduce students' anxiety and increase motivation to study.
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
