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істориків емоцій, але й теоретиків медицини, які здатні розкрити купу важливих 

нюансів як в сутності емоційних переживань, так і в їх специфічності та динаміці. 

Таким чином, дослідження в галузі філософії емоцій є сутнісно важливими 

для розвитку медицини, як і медична галузь розкриває все більше і більше фактів 

про сутність емоцій та механізми їх переживання (а також технік і методів 

коригування цих переживань). Взаємозбагачення цих дисциплін відбувається на 

трьох рівнях, які ми назвали «психо-епістемологічним», «психосоматичним» та 

«праксеологічним». Виокремлення цих вимірів дозволяє більш чітко уявляти обсяг 

досліджень, які ще потрібно провести в майбутньому. Так, по цей момент не зовсім 

зрозумілим залишається навіть природа емоцій, буття яких немовби розколюється 

навпіл між соматичним та психічним. 
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Gender stereotypes are an integral part of the socio-cultural environment and 

influence the formation of values, attitudes and behavioural patterns in various contexts 

of social interaction, including attitudes towards environmental issues and nature 

conservation behaviour. Traditional ideas about "female" and "male" roles shape specific 

patterns of environmental behaviour, determine the level of responsibility for the state of 

the environment, and influence the willingness to participate in environmental protection 

activities. Understanding the impact of gender stereotypes on environmental behaviour is 

critical to developing effective environmental strategies and achieving sustainable 

development goals. Analysing the relationship between gender identity and 

environmental activism can reveal hidden barriers that prevent different social groups 

from fully participating in solving environmental problems. Overcoming gender 

stereotypes in the field of ecology can significantly increase the effectiveness of 

environmental initiatives and contribute to the formation of a more inclusive 

environmental movement. 

The need for a deeper understanding of the social and cultural determinants of pro-

environmental behaviour is increasing with growing awareness of global environmental 

challenges such as climate change, environmental pollution and biodiversity loss. Gender 

roles, shaped by socialisation, are an important factor in determining attitudes and 

behavioural practices in the field of nature conservation. They influence differences in 

the motivation, methods and frequency of participation of women and men in 

environmental conservation activities [1]. Studying this influence is important for 

developing more effective environmental policies and programmes that take into account 

the social context and promote sustainable development. 

According to numerous studies, women’s socialisation process mostly leads to 

greater care, empathy, and responsibility, reinforcing their tendency towards pro-

environmental behaviour. For example, it has been statistically proven that women are 

more likely to sort waste, choose reusable containers, and buy eco-friendly products [2]. 

This is due to the stereotypical perception of caring for the environment as a "feminine" 

trait associated with caring and empathy. Conversely, men often avoid eco-friendly 

practices for fear of appearing "unmasculine", as caring for nature can be perceived as a 

sign of weakness or excessive sensitivity. Men’s behavioural patterns reflect traditional 

notions of leadership and control, which may reduce their willingness to change their 

everyday consumer habits. At the same time, men are often more active in public 

environmental initiatives, preferring collective action [3]. 

Environmental anxiety about climate change also has a gender dimension. Women 

are more likely to feel anxious about climate change and worry more about the future of 

the planet, which motivates them to participate in environmental protection activities. 

This emotional response reinforces their willingness to adopt environmentally 

responsible habits, such as using alternative transport and supporting environmentally 

friendly products. This may be due to socialisation, which encourages women to be more 

emotionally open, as well as to the real vulnerability of women to the effects of climate 
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change in many regions of the world. Men are more prone to scepticism on this issue, 

which affects their environmental activism and choice of behavioural strategies [4, 5]. 

We also consider the influence of the socio-cultural context to be important, as 

gender roles and stereotypes transform depending on the cultural environment. In many 

societies, women bear the brunt of domestic responsibilities, which complicates or 

simultaneously expands their influence on environmental consumption. The gender 

division of labour influences which behavioural practices dominate among men and 

women, as well as their ability to participate in environmental initiatives. 

Taking gender differences into account in sustainable development policies 

promotes equal opportunities for participation in environmental protection activities. 

Education aimed at overcoming stereotypes and increasing gender competence creates 

the conditions for changing the behaviour of both women and men. Political initiatives 

that take gender differences into account will undoubtedly increase the overall 

effectiveness of environmental programmes [6, 7]. 

Thus, gender roles are a significant factor shaping behavioural practices in the field 

of nature conservation, and overcoming gender stereotypes in an ecological context is 

critically important. Taking gender aspects into account in research and policy allows for 

the development of more effective strategies to encourage pro-environmental behaviour. 

Society now faces the task of rethinking environmental behaviour as a universal human 

responsibility. For example, the marketing of environmental goods should avoid 

gendered images, and environmental education should promote universal values of caring 

for the environment, regardless of gender. Overcoming gender stereotypes and ensuring 

equal opportunities for all genders contributes to strengthening society’s environmental 

responsibility and supporting sustainable development in the context of today’s 

environmental challenges.  
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Relevance. In recent years, Ukraine has seen an increase in the popularity of 

cosmetic injection procedures, such as the administration of botulinum toxin, fillers, 

biorevitalisants and other preparations. This area of aesthetic medicine is actively 

developing, but at the same time, it is not always subject to adequate control. The quality 

of medical services often does not meet existing requirements, and the sector of 

preparations for injectable cosmetology suffers from counterfeit, unregistered 

preparations and preparations of dubious quality but affordable price. 

Iatrogenic botulism is one of the newest forms of botulism, which occurs as a 

result of the therapeutic or cosmetic use of botulinum toxin. It is a rare but serious 

complication caused by the use of uncertified botulinum toxin preparations, their 

incorrect dosage or administration by unqualified specialists. According to Orphanet, as 

of 2008, 180 cases of iatrogenic botulism were reported to the FDA between 1997 and 

2006, of which 87 patients required hospitalisation and 16 fatalities were recorded [1]. 

In March 2023, the World Health Organisation reported an outbreak of iatrogenic 

botulism in Turkey. As of 17 March 2023, 71 cases had been reported in four European 

countries: Turkey (53 cases), Germany (16 cases), Austria (1 case) and Switzerland (1 

case). All cases were linked to weight loss procedures performed at two private hospitals 

in Turkey between 22 February and 1 March 2023 [2]. Subsequent reports indicate that 

the total number of victims reached 87, including cases in France [3]. In 2024, the US 

Centres for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) reported 22 cases of adverse effects 

following botulinum toxin injections in 11 states, with most patients receiving injections 

from unlicensed individuals in illegitimate settings [4, 5]. It is important to note that none 

of these cases met the laboratory-confirmed diagnosis of botulism, but had clinical
