Resulls report significantly worse quality of life for people with asthma compared to
e pencral population, especially regarding physical functioning and well-being,
Paients with overweight or obesity and hypertension had strongly reduced role
phy:ical and role emotional functioning, social functioning and vitality. General
#ental health score did not differ except patients older 60 years. They had better
#enlal health and social adaptation then younger patients. When stratified by gender,
U1, was worse among females, especially physical functioning.

{'onclusion. This study found that asthma significantly impacts QOL and general
health status. QOL decreased as asthma severity increased. High body weight is
ansiciated with decreased QOL in asthmatic patients. SF-36 is a valuable assessment
il for evaluating patient functioning and monitoring response to treatment.
