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Ways of Internationalization of the Educational Process in the medical university
Higher education in Kharkiv National Medical University, following the best traditions of medical education in Ukraine, has its clear trends towards internationalization of the educational process. Our university does its best to train skilled professionals, to meet the current requirements of the labor market conditions, national and international standards of the university education, to form a scientific cluster on the basis of the University. 
The foreign languages department is fully involved in this process which mobilizes intellectual, research and professional practical skills of the teaching staff and trains the students in the mentioned way.
The university integrated development supposes comprehensive diversification strategies. There are various directions in expanding educational interests, including either those of the English-medium education or participating in the international projects, grants, conferences, workshops, symposia, and cooperation with educational and practical centers for exchange in the fields of education, research, practical medical activities, and culture as well. 
The foreign languages department shares the general strategy of the medical university and plays a specific role in the process. 

According to the currently adopted status, the KROK exam for the national students (medical and dentistry) includes the share of tasks presented in English. Furthermore, the national students are going to take an international examination, in the frame of Integrated Comprehensive State Exam, as well. 
It shows the growth of the role of education and science in society, and internationalization as a global trend in the higher education, and the valuable role of English language in the process of training in the medical university. 
For the department of the foreign languages, an international component in the university life as a prerequisite for its integrated development, means more creative activity towards the mentioned goals, so far as the foreign language has become an indispensable part of the educational process. It can be proved even by the requirement for the Ukrainian 3rd year medical and dentistry students to be able to pass the KROK examination which presents some tasks in English. It is obvious, that such tasks, can simultaneously check both medical knowledge of the students and their level of medical English.
 Since that, the English classes for the second, pre-exam year students were added with the specific material aimed at the training to recognize the standard tasks, patterns and glossary of the KROK in English, which was developed at the foreign language department. The training is intended to instruct the students how to identify the subject which the definite task relates to, to find the structural components of the presented medical case histories in English, to select the information requested of the cases presented, etc.  Thus, the real tasks of the course of studies form the base of the created training material. It shows the learner-centered content of such academic work in the English for specific purposes course, since it is directly connected with the university medical education, including the revising for the state exams.
Thus, teaching English for specific purposes (medicine), the department of the foreign languages participates in preparing the medical and dentistry students for exam with the task specific purposes. Prospectively, such training would give the examinees more chances for English-medium solving the medical problems.

Approaching to the international exams is one of the sophisticated steps which are being taken in the sphere of the university medical education. Thus, achievement of an adequate level of English becomes helpful in acquiring professional subject and contributes to intellectualization and internationalization of the higher medical education.
