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Within the Eastern European region, the epizooty of rabies, a
disease that is lethal for humans, in terms of the number of
registered cases, most actively progresses in Ukraine, including in
Kharkiv Oblast.

Introduction. To ascertain the reasons for contracting rabies in
Kharkiv Oblast.

Methods. By virtue of the retrospective epidemiological analysis
method, investigation materials of rabies cases in people and
antirabies assistance cases over the period of 1988-2017 were
studied.

Results. For 30 years in the Kharkiv Oblast 7 laboratory confirmed
cases of rabies in humans have been registered (in 1998, 2000,
2005, 2008, 2010, 2013, and 2015). 6 of them were men of
employable age, 1 was a retired woman. The incubation period in
6 cases constituted 1,5-2 months, and in one case- 3 months.
Provisional diagnosis was determined based on epidemiological
anamnesis and hydrophobia data. In terms of localization, bites
were classified as severe (3 - hand, 2 -finger, 2 — face). 5 patients
did not seek medical assistance in connection with their bite injury;
1 patient refused to undergo treatment; 1 patient misidentified the
animal that bit them. All those who developed the disease received
injuries in rural areas.

In 2 cases, the source of infection was foxes, 5 domestic animals
(3 — cats, 2 — dogs. that had not received rabies vaccination). The
majority of cases (5) were registered in the years of animal
incidence rate increase and at the peak of epizooty; 2 cases
occurred within the period of lowered incidence rate, but at the
time of active epizooty in a separate territory were patients were
infected.

The tensity of epizootic process impacted the number of persons
injured by rabies-infected animals (39-227 annually); the ratio of
injured persons to 1 animal, sick of rabies, on average was 1,25.
There was an increase in the proportion of pests among domestic
animals to 70-80% was noted, which increases the risk of diseases
in humans. In the structure of animals that contracted rabies, cats
have dominated since 2008 (35,3-52,4%), which pursuant to
Ukrainian legislation, are not subject to obligatory immunization
against rabies.

Of all persons who are behind anti-rabies assistance, the risk
group of the disease for rabies is 700 - 900, which was damaged
from suspicious animals. The ratio of sick people to rabies to those
who received anti-rabies treatment was 1: 2122, to victims of
rabies - 1: 372, which confirms the effectiveness of antirabies
vaccinations.

Conclusions. The registration of isolated cases allows assessing
the epidemic situation regarding rabies in Kharkiv Oblast as
instable. With the activation of the epizootic process, the risk of
people's disease increases, requiring measures to contain
epizootics of the rabies. The main cause of people's iliness is the
lack of medical attention and the lack of antirabies treatment. This
requires improving sanitation and awareness-raising work with
population.
