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Introduction: Lung cancer is a malignant tumor that ranks first among of all malignancies. Therefore, knowledge about this disease in the population is very important especially for patients with this pathology, because it affects the disease.
Aim: To estimate the quality of the doctors’ work with patients, which have lung cancer; determine the extent to patients’ awareness of their health and its impact on the disease.
Material and Methods: Using adapted authorial questionnaire, we interviewed 339 patients of Kharkiv Regional Clinical Cancer Center with verified diagnosis of lung cancer to examine the degree of patients’ awareness about their disease.
Results: In the study of patients’ awareness about lung cancer we found that 96,1±0,17% of respondents understand the need for keeping gentle load, 83,1±0,33% convinced that surgery is the primary mean of treatment. Availability of knowledge about complications was noted in 96,5±0,16% and 97,0±0,15% know what kind of help should be given in emergency cases. The specified high levels of awareness about the disease have patients’ relatives. There are 83,5±0,32% of families as they receive information during interviews with doctors and it can ensure the high scientific level of this information.
Conclusions: On the basis of the study we can make the conclusion that patients receive the necessary knowledge about their own disease mainly in specialized medical facility. This information allows optimizing of medical care to patients and improving its quality.
