The Imperial Kharkiv University was founded
on the initiative of Vasyl Karazin, an outstand-
ing figure of science and culture of Ukraine, at
the beginning of the 19th century.

On November 5th, 1804, the Emperor of
Russia Alexander I signed the Decree on the
foundation of the Imperial Kharkiv University
and its first Statute.

According to the first Statute, the Medical
Faculty was among four other faculties of the
Imperial Kharkiv University.

The Medical Faculty had 6 departments: the
Department of Anatomy, Physiology and Fo-
rensic Medicine, the Department of Pathology,
Therapy and Clinical Therapy, the Department
of Pharmacy, the Department of Surgery, the
Department of Obstetrics and the Department
of Veterinary Medicine.

In 1814, the first University Clinics were estab-
lished: the Surgical and the Therapeutic ones;
in 1829 - the Obstetrical Clinic.

According to the Statute of 1863, which was
found the most liberal for the whole Imperial
period, the number of departments grew to 17.
Nondegree students were allowed to attend
lectures along with the university students.

The Obstetrical Institute was founded in

1869. In 1872, the Ophthalmology Clinic with
10 hospital beds was opened. Since the moment
of its opening, the Professor Leonard Hirshman
had been the Director of this Clinic.

In 1877, the surgical and therapeutic clinics
were opened and placed in Oleksandrivskyi
hospital.

Outstanding University professors of that
period:

Wilhelm Hrube (1827-1898) — an innovator
in surgery, who contributed to the development
of antiseptics.

Ivan Lazarevych (1829-1902) — an out-
standing obstetrician-gynaecologist and a tal-
ented inventor of obstetrical instruments.

Ivan Shchelkov (1833-1909) — the founder
of the first physiological laboratory at the Medi-
cal Faculty.

Valerian Lashkevych (1835-1888) — a GP,
who taught scientific differential clinical diag-
nosis.

In 1920, all the universities of the former
Tsarist Russian Empire were liquidated by the
Government of the Soviet Union.

Instead, the new government created educa-
tional institutions on the basis of the Imperial
Kharkiv University, namely:

- Temporary higher pedagogical courses were
created from the historical-philological and
physical-mathematical faculties, (1920), later
transfomed into the Academy of Theoretical
Knowledge (1920-1921), which in 1921 was
reorganized into Kharkiv Institute of National
Education (1921-1933). After a number of
reorganizations, Kharkiv State University was
created from it in 1933 and became M. Gorky
Kharkiv State University in 1936;

- Kharkiv Medical Academy (1920-1921) was
created from the Faculty of Medicine, which
in 1921 became Kharkiv Medical Institute, and
later became the legal successor of the material
base of Kharkiv Imperial University, to which
the material and technical base, employees
and students of the corresponding faculty have
passed;

- Faculty of Law became a part of Institute

of National Economy (1920), which after a
number of transformations in 1937 became

L. Kahanovych Kharkiv Law Institute.

In 1994, due to the active development and
improvement of Kharkiv State University,

the Faculty of Medicine was opened, and in
2004 — the Faculty of Law.

On the initiative of the professors of the
Institute, new departments were founded such
as: the Department of Otorhinolaryngology, the
Department of Orthopedics and Traumatology,
the Department of Epidemiology, the
Department of Occupational Hygiene etc.

At the same time, in 1920, on the initiative
of Mykola Valyashko, the Professor of Kharkiv
Medical Academy, Kharkiv Chemical and
Pharmaceutical Institute was established
on the basis of a medical school, which he
headed (1921-1922) and to which some of
the employees of Kharkiv Medical Academy
carried out.

The research activity is an integral part of
educational, scientific and practical process at
Kharkiv National Medical University. Teaching
staff and students are actively engaged in
research on the most pressing problems of
medical science and practice.

Among the main areas of research are:

1) prevention, diagnosis and treatment of
cardiovascular diseases;

2) minimally invasive interventions for acute
and chronic pathology;

3) improving the prevention, diagnosis and
treatment of viral and bacterial infections based
on the study of their pathogenetic mechanisms;
4) development and implementation of effective
methods and means of prevention, diagnosis
and treatment of major diseases and injuries.
Among the researchers of the University are:
one Active Member (Academician) of National
Academy of Medical Sciences of Ukraine, five
Corresponding Members of National Academy
of Medical Sciences of Ukraine, eight Laureates
of the State Prize of Ukraine, fourteen Honored
Workers of Science and Technology of Ukraine,
two Honored Educators of Ukraine, fifteen
Honored Doctors of Ukraine, one Honored
Worker of Pharmacy of Ukraine.

The scientists are able to conduct their research
on extensive array of equipment such as: a

The University researchers produce about

50 monographs, about 1500 articles in the
specialized journals annually. For the last years,
according to the Scopus publications, the
University occupies the 24th rank among 166
higher educational institutions of Ukraine (the
5th among the medical institutions) with more
than 584 publications and more than 2190
citations; the H-index is 27.

Significant achievement of the recent years is
an annual receipt of about 100 patents by the
University s staff, a quarter of which are patents
for inventions.

More than 270 PhDs and Doctoral researches
are carried out at the University. The University
has doctoral programme in 10 specialties and
postgraduate studies to conduct PhD in 4
specialties and 40 specializations. The annual
number of PhD students is almost 115 people.
The University has 5 Specialized Academic
Boards Councils in 16 specialties for PhD
defense.

Every year the University organizes about 50
scientific events, such as forums, congresses,
conferences, and others.

The international cooperation is one of the
most important features of the University ‘s
research. In a framework of such cooperation
the University takes part in 21 international
projects.

The adherence to the principles on imple-
mentation of the priority directions of the
healthcare sector forms the main therapeu-
tic and consulting activities of clinical de-
partments and clinical divisions of Kharkiv
National Medical University.

In the recent years, the departments of
the University, together with the practical
medicine divisions, took an active part

in the implementation of the tasks that
had been set before the healthcare sector,
conducted meticulous, well-balanced,
scientifically grounded work on improving
the sphere of providing the qualified and
highly skilled medical care to the popula-
tion, introduction to the medical practice
of new standards in diagnosis and treat-
ment on the grounded evidence-based
medicine.

University staft members are annually
involved into the city and regional council
commissions on health issues, they are also
among the main external specialists of the
Healthcare Department of the Kharkiv
Regional State Administration and the
Healthcare Department of the Kharkiv re-
gion actively participating in discussing the
problem tasks of activity and development
of the sector, provide assistance in carrying
out organizational and methodological
events. Over 200 scientific and practical
conferences, congresses and seminars are
held with the participation of the members
of the clinical departments.

Practical medical work as well as the
clinical training of students and interns

is carried out at 48 University’s clinical
departments, which comprise 109 clinical
bases located in 70 hospitals of the Kharkiv
region and the city of Kharkiv.

The University’s clinical departments in
cooperation with healthcare institutions
annually perform a considerable amount
of clinical and consulting work. The staff
of the departments perform treatment on
average of more than 18 thousand patients
annually, conduct more than 46% opera-
tions from the total number of operations
performed in Kharkiv clinics, carry out
more than 5,5 thousand medical duties, of
which more than 315 duties are on sanitary
aviation.

Ukrainian Institute of Clinical Genetics of
the University (UICG KhNMU) was created
on the basis of the Educational, Research
and Production Association “Medical
Genetics’, which includes Kharkiv Interre-
gional Specialized Medical Genetic Centre

- Centre for Rare (Orphan) Diseases and the
Department of Medical Genetics of KhN-
MU. The head of the UICG is O. Grechanna,
PhD, Prof, Corresponding Member of the
National Academy of Medical Sciences of
Ukraine, Honored Worker of Science and
Technology of Ukraine, laureate of the State
Prize of Ukraine in the field of science and
technology, Director of the Interregional
Specialized Medical Genetic Center for Rare
(Orphan) Diseases, Head of the Department
of Medical Genetics (2005-2014).

Ukraine, molecular genetic studies of mito-
chondrial DNA haplogroup were conducted
and the characteristic of the mitochondrial
genome of citizens of Ukraine was estab-
lished, which made it possible to determine
ances in energy metabolism. The research
team received three State Awards of Ukraine
in the field of Science and Technology. The
practical implementation of diagnostic
algorithm and treatment regimens for this
pathology contributed to early diagnosis
and effective treatment. The development of
three-level prophylaxis, prenatal diagnosis
and screening of newborns became possible
through the study of the role of triggers, me-
diators, biochemical and molecular genetic
markers of hereditary pathology, conducted
by the staff of the Institute. For the first time
ever in Ukraine, the frequencies of polymor-
phic variants of the folate-methionine cycle
enzyme genes were studied, which formed
the basis of the Institute’s effective consoli-
dated system for the diagnosis, prevention
and treatment of mitochondrial dysfunc-
tions and thrombophilic conditions. The
interaction of the mitochondrial and nuclear
genome together with epigenetic factors in
the formation of a hereditary pathology of
energy metabolism was proved. The Insti-
tute was the first in Ukraine to develop an
approach to the early diagnosis and treat-
ment of epigenetic disorders that arose due
to methylation disorders. The extension of
these studies became a developed approach
for identifying the relationship of the found
mutations and the nature of the clinical
manifestations of hereditary disorders. An
individual search for substances that affect
the level of gene expression opens up

new possibilities for influencing

the intensity, level and nature

of manifestations of the

main clinical signs.

Kharkiv Research Institute of Occupa-
tional Hygiene and Occupational Diseas-
es was affiliated to Kharkiv State Medical
University as a structural unit in 2006. The
Institute of Occupational Medicine was
founded in Kharkiv in 1923. It was the first
institution in Ukraine and the third one

in the World, which was concerned with
health of working people. The Institute has
made a long way to improve scientific, edu-
cational and clinical activities. The founder
and the first director of the Institute was
Prof. E. Kagan. He was the first in the
national history who initiated the unity of
preventive and clinical directions of health
protection of workers.

The direct contribution to the development
of the concept of occupational medicine
was made by the scientific schools of his
followers, professor who have held the post
of directors of the Institute for the last 90
years, namely Z. Gorkin, N. Krol,

Today, the Institute has three main subdi-
visions which are accredited and certified
by the Ministry of Healthcare and the State
Labor Service of Ukraine: the Institute’s
Hospital, the Laboratory of Clinical Pathol-
ogy and Psychophysiological Examination
and the Sanitary Laboratory.

The Hospital of the Institute has a sub-

The peculiarity of the Scientific Laborato-
ries is the direct link between fundamental
and applied researches. In the recent years,
the research activities of the laboratories in
the field of occupational health and occu-
pational pathology have been acknowl-
edged by the Ministry of Healthcare of
Ukraine as a priority.

The advantage of the research laboratories
is international cooperation with relevant
institutions in the Republic of Poland, the
Federal Republic of Germany and the Re-
public of Armenia.

The main research directions of the Insti-
tute are the determination of the health sta-
tus and professional suitability of workers
in hazardous working conditions and the
determination of risk accompanying labour
process in order to prevent occupational
and professional diseases.

Since 1951 Kharkiv National Medi-

cal University has been training the
medical staft for foreign countries of
Eastern Europe, the People’s Republic
of China, Mongolia and since 1961 for
Asian, African, Latin American coun-
tries. In 1964 the Faculty for interna-
tional students was established, which
was headed by B. Grechanin, PhD
(1964-1978). He made a great deal of
effort in this work as the Vice-Rector
for International Relations (1978-1995).
Prof. V. Markovskiy continued this
work as theVice-Rector for Internation-
al Relations (1996-1999) and later as the
Vice-Rector for Educational Work of In-
ternational Students (1999-2004).

The first references to the relevance of
postgraduate education in the histo-
ry of Kharkiv Higher Medical School
date back to the first half of the XIX
century. In 1840 a special institute

of advanced training of graduates of
medical faculty was created at Impe-
rial Kharkiv University. Subsequently,
the idea of postgraduate education
was supported and continued by some
professors of the University. The most
famous of them are: the ophthal-

mic class led by L. Girshman (1896);
courses for bacteriologists which were
organized by the Head of the Bacteri-
ological Institute of Kharkiv Medical
Society, lecturer of the Department of
Pathological Anatomy of the Univer-
sity V. Vysokovich (1889); 6-month
courses for training of sanitary doctors,
organized by the lecturer of Kharkiv
Medical Institute O. Marzeev on the
basis of . Mechnikov Sanitary and
Bacteriological Institute (1922) and the
courses on infectious diseases for rural
district doctors organized by I. Braude
(1924).

Educational and Historical Museum
of Prof. Mykola Bocarius
Department of Forensic Medicine,
Medical Law

The educational museum of the De-
partment was created in 1805 with the
foundation of the Department and was
institutionalized in a specially built
house in 1887. The educational muse-
um received a qualitatively and quan-
titatively new level from the moment
the Department moved to a separate
building, built in 1913, which later be-
came known as the Institute of Foren-
sic Medicine.

At that time, the Department was
headed by Prof. Mykola Bocarius, a re-
former of forensic science, practice and
the educational process towards the
visualization of teaching forensic medi-
cine.

Museum of Human Being Formation
The history of the ananatomical
museum is closely connected to the
foundation of the Human Anatomy
Department, which began its activi-
ty at Kharkiv Imperial University in
1804.

The first anatomical theater was opened
in 1806 led by the adjunct of the De-
partment, Doctor of Medicine Ludwig
Vannoti. Specially for the museum the
scientist produced 44 natural anatomi-
cal specimens. Afterwards they became
the first exhibits of the anatomical
museum. In the period of 1840-1842, at
the request of Pavlo Naranovich, a new
one-stored theater consisting of 7 rooms
was built, it numbered 1113 specimens
of normal, pathological and compar-
ative anatomy. Subsequently, Timofiy
Ilinskiy supplemented the museum
fund with 57 anatomical specimens, 43
anatomical drawings and 40 microscop-
ic specimens. During the professorship
of Mytrofan Popov in 1898 the museum
counted 5419 specimens, more than
3056 of which were anatomical.

A number of fundamental achieve-
ments in the field of anatomical sci-
ence are connected with the name of
Vladimir Vorobyov. It was thanks to
Vorobyov, who highly valued the sci-
entific importance of museums, at the
Department of Normal Anatomy in the
early 1930s, was created a museum that
has been existing till now and is known
as the Museum of Human Being For-
mation.

In order to perpetuate the memory

of Vorobyov, the staft of the depart-
ment under the guidance of Professor
R. Sinelnikov created the memorial
museum of Academician V. Vorobyov
in 1957. The museum was reconstruct-
ed in 2000. A wax figure of Academi-
cian Vorobyov was made there and the
scientist’s office was recreated, showing
the working interior and his personal
belongings.

At present, the department’s anatomi-
cal museum has 4 rooms, with a total
area of more than 600 square meters.
There are more than 4500 anatomical
specimens, a lecture-amphitheater,
with a unique fresco mural “Anatomy
lesson of Leonardo da Vinci’, which
was created in 1918 by a famous artist
Alexandr Lyubimov, Ilia Repin’s ap-
prentice.

The Museum of Human Being
Formation clearly demonstrates the
development of anatomical science

in Ukraine, the activities of eminent
scientists who created anatomical
textbooks and atlases on human
anatomy, developed new methods

of embalming organs and a human
body in general, and initiated the
development and formation of Kharkiv
Anatomical School.

The idea of establishing the Centre for
Medical Local Study was originated in
2014, with the aim of defining medical
local study in an independent field of
local lore.
